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up-tho canaliculi, ono or both, a large probo is introduced-and
tho stricture forcibly dilated, on tho principle of Bernard Xolt,
for dilatation of stricturo of tho urethra.

Tu tho-third caso, by bining tho p duro of H
stoin with that of Stilling, after slitting up tho canaliculus, usu-
ally-the upper one, and forcibly dilating the ductus ad nasam, 8
narrow-wedge-shaped knife is introduced: into tho stricture, and
mado to divido it in three or four differcnt directions.

The following cases will sorvo to illustrate tho threo.diffor-
ent-modes of treatment alluded to :

and duscharga (probably catarrbal). After applying poultices
and lotions, the inflamiation subsided, but tho oye continucd
woak and watery, so much so as to require the constant appli-
cation of n bandage for fivo months, and scclusion in-doors.
Whon she first-camo under my notico, in July, 1869, the con-
junctiva of the vight cye was somewhat injected and.watery,
and thoro was an ovident puffivess below tho innor canthus.
Tho lower canaliculus was divided, and aftor being allowed to
romain quicscont for twoor threo days, a probe (No. 3 Bowman)
passed-in-tho direction of tho ductus ad nasam, was with great
dificulty insinuated through a stricture in that canal. Tho
same probo-was subsequently passed with. much loss dificulty for
a fortnight (twice a week), after which time larger probes—up
to No 6 Bowman—were gradually introduced up to tho sixth
‘weok, when my attendance ceased.  From that time—now more
than two years g ho has d no inconveni hat y
and considers herself perfectly curod.

Cases 2 and'3 occurred in tho samoe individual.

Mrs. A. B,xt. 56. About 28 years ago sho was attacked
with sovero inflammation of the right oye, for which she was
treated by leeching, &c., at tho Glasgow Eyo Infirmary. As this
subsided-tho loft oye becamo snm\'uly affected, but to a much
less oxtent.  Sho ovontually got protty well,-oxcopt that when
she caught cold, mﬂnmmauon was apt to oceur in both oyes; and
this state of things went on for years, at variablo intervals.
