LEGAL DECISIONS AFFECTING

ORR vs. TowNsHIP OF TORONTO.—
Judyme 1t on appeal by defendants from
judgment of County Court of Peel in
action to continue an injunction restrain-
ing defendants from causing water ot other
mattes 1o flood or flow upon plaintifi's
lands and to direct them to closea certain

culvert built by them across the highway

opposite his farm, and for damages. It
was contended tor defendants that they
were under statutory obligation to keep
the highway 10 Tepai, aud Guing, (he
repairs or acts complained of merely per-
formed that obligation 3 that the repairs
were necessary, that the construction of
the culvert providing only for the flow of
water accumulated on the west side of the
road was proper, and 1w its construction
they were within their statutory powers,and
plaintifi’s remedy, if any, was under sec.
437 et. seq. of the Municipal Act ; that
the damages, $100, nere excessive § and
that both damages and injunction shoold
not have been granted. Held, that, Sem-
ble this case does nct come within . the
ratio dicdendi of I ratt. v, Stratford, 14
Q. P, 2" A R < relied on at bar,
but rather within the principal of New
Westminster v. Brighouse, 205.C.R., 320,
but it s unpecessary to deride this because
the finding below as to defendant’s negli-
gence is justified by the evidence, and
therefore fatal o them, per Strong C.J.O.,
m Derinzy v Ouawa, 15 AR, 712
Held, also, that taking inte consideration
theevidence as tobringing down ofmustard
seed as result of defendants’ acts the
damages were not excessive. As tuthe

injunction the proper courseis to suspend
its operation for a sufficient time to enable
defendants to exercise the statntory power
of expropriation and acquire the land to
justify toeir atherwise wrongful act, and
suc time is extended until 1st May next.
With this variation judgment below
affirmed with costs and appeal dismissed
with costs.

TO GET RID OF SEWER GAS,

Philadelphia is making tests of various
methods of getting rid of sewer gas
Among those employed is one of a
patent sewer gas extracting and  destroy-
ing-lamp which has proved very success-
ful in Europe. It is well known that the
best means for the disposal of sewer gases
is combustion through a high temperature.
The lamp made use of is designed with
a view to the production of this high tem-
perature and its accompanying combust-
ion. Itiis almost air-tight,and hasthree gas
jets insile, of which one keeps constantly
burning with a small flame. The other
two are supposed to be burmng when the
gas is escaping from the sewer atits fell
capacity, which isgenerally in the day time.
These two lights can be extinguished or
hehted from the outside.  When the
illuminating  gas is turned on, the sewer
gas is lughly exhilarated, and, according
to tests already made, about 3,000 cubic
feet of gas passes into the lamp per hour.
In escaping it comes in contact with
the flames, which n the lamp obtamn
a temperature of from 600 to 8co degrees
Fahrenheit, and ¢an be increased to pro-
bably 1000 degrees. The high temperature

decomposes the pmmonia and destroys D¢
bacteria. ‘The air from the sewer suppls ¥~
the oxygen necgssary for the combusyy
of the illummating gas.
