A FIERCE CONTEST.

The Torontos Play Rough and Foul

GREAT EXCITEMENT.

The contest for the championship betweer
the Shamrocks of Montreal, and the Toronto
Club, which was fought on last Saturday,
stands unparallelled in the history of the
metional game, and, not to be prematurely in-
dignant, let ns hope will never again be
gqunlled in several fentures, which not only
tirow dishonor upon the crack Western
taam, but wounld eventually tend to bring this
manly eport to be looked upou as not only
discreditable but dangerous. To &ee thirteen
men leave the lacrosse fivld, each of whom
{ was either smeared with biced, cut or
+* bulsed, was a sight which could not but
forcibly incline one to believe that
this pastime has, wunder certain cir-
cumstences, tooc much of a slaughter-
jog asspect about it. The Pailman
car which brought home the conqueéring
leroes palnfully resembled an ambulance
waggon, This spectacle was the cutcome of
one of the most fierco strugeles which oc-
curred on a lacrosse field. It 1s meedless to
remark that the interest centred in this mateh
wasg far beyond the region of theordinary. It
wag understood all around thbat the fight was
to be either a ¢ Life or death” one. The ex-
citoement engendered by it, touched the ex-
treme, and the anxiely with which the result
was awnited waa most feverish. In their
pative city few, or rather exceptional indivi~
daals, could be met with to bet agamnst the
«three leaf boys.” The confidence in-
stinctively placed in them was unbounded
snd did them a desexrving honor. Here, there-
fore, heavy odda were agked on them in every
case. In Toronto, the good citizens of the
Queen city, backed their club in a rther
bozstful tone and manner, which created
atuspicion that perhaps they were talking
«bluff” Their bets of 2 to 1 on the Toronto’s
were eagarly snatched up. This eagernesso n
the part of the admirers of the Shamrocks
caused such odds to soon become even, or
odds in favor of the visitors. OQur team were
sccompopied to Toronto by some two
hundred frlende, amongst whom were the
President of the club, Ar., Jumes McShane,
M.P,P., the Vice-President Dr. Guerin, the
ex-Secretary W. O. Farmer, R. McCready, B.
Tansey, J. Tifin, J. Lemay, Fred. Carter, M.
J, F. Quion, E. Thouret, and several mem-
bers of the Montreal Club.  ‘They received a
good send off on Friday, at the Bonaventure
Depot, nnd the ringing cheers which greeted
their departure, were quite significant of
what our citizens wanted the “boys” to do
waen they would be out West.

commented on. It augured badly tor the
treatment that the Shamrocks were about to
receive during the contest ; but this conduct
on their part apparently had no depressing
influence either in the nerve or spirit of our
“Loys” elther before or daring the match.

Ag both teams were drawn up in Iine there
was o marked physical contrast between the
men of the two clnbs. On the side of the
Torontos were weight and strengtb, oo that
of the Shamrocks apility and suppleness,
The former wearing tbeir new uniform of
blue, looked to be In the pink of condition,
a8 appeared from their movements before the
gamo was started. ‘Tbe latter evidently had
prepared for what was to be the match of the
season, cvery one ot the twelve being in the
best form. At length all preliminaries were
arranged, the umpires and referee took their
places and the two captalns tossed up for
cholce ot goal. The Torontas won and elected
to play down the field. 'The two teams then

When Orr and Farmer faced the ball at 2.30
the vast crowd of spectators beld their breath,
and all men knew that the struggle then
commenced was alcul to be something his.
torleal in lacrosse. The interest could not
have been more intense when the spectators
from the American shore watched the cele-
brated sea fight between the Shannon Aand
Chesapoake, After o brisf scuffie the ball
souglt the crawd, which necessitated another
face. The Toronto lacrosse ground is famous
for its faces, some fair and some foul, but
however that may be the ball was sent like a
rocket to the Shamrock goal, where it dinced
around for a space until some short-sighted
or enthusiastic western man threw up bis
Incrosse and called # game,” but game it was
not, despite the collossal volume of sound
that went up from the msjority of the crowd,
and ths rubber was sent back whexnce it came
to the Toronto fligs, once again returned
to the Shamrocks, caught by Hart
in his most graceful fashion, once more sent
Hlaying towards the Shamrock defence, mag-
nificently stopped by Lally, who made one of
his admirable throws, scrimmaged for in mid-
field for a time, lost in the crowd by McQuil-
lan, faced for the third time, and after
aunother false alarm of game, fought out a
fresh vietory, inclining to either side as skill
or fortune dictated. It was during this time
while & struggle was going on for the ball,
which had been flying against the fence, that

Gerry, of the Torontos, actually jump-
el on one of the Shamrocks in
such a way a3 to elicit groans even

fcom his own side. But nothing checked
the skill of the Shamrocks or cansed them to
loge their calm demeanour, who saw what
was [nterded and governed themselves ac~
cordingly., After some splendid play, in
which Daly and Mackenzie distinguished
themsulves, (to do tbe bully justice be plays
wull) the ball got over the feuce and had to
be taced afresh, and Muorphy’s admirable
dodging was generally applauded. But-
ler glso acting on the offensive sent the
ball to the Toronto defence with splen-
did precision uand here may be the
proper place to remark that Butler's play-
ing tbrouoghout svas something uosurpassed
in lacrosse annals. He did not, however, suc-
ceed in putting the rubber through, Bur s
gent it from davgzer, and Ross ReKenzie get-
tiog bold of it semnt it among the crowd.
Kacing had now become monotonous. A live
tusslo now took rlace, Butler got in anocther
fiue throw, it was stopped by Garvin, caught
up by nnotker Teronto man und ultimately
captured by Ssm Hughes, who sent it
whizzing butween the flags, thus
gcoring tho first game for the Torontos,
after a twenty minutes struggle, Cheer after
cheor went up for the westere men and their
stock also wunt up, but the Shawrock sympa.
thizsrs nothing dauuted, showed their money
in their hands #nd coufidence in their fuces
and absolntely rvefured to be blufifed. Mr. J.
Tiflin was erpucinllv prominent, going along
the stund witlhh $3,000 in his haunds nwiunlly
anxsions to take bets for $100 or upwards.
Sometimes ho succeeded and sometimes he
failed, for to pive the Toronto gevtlemen no-
thing but their due it must be confessed thuy
were prudeut iu the extreme, nnd cheered moro
Ioudly and bluftzd more savagely than they
wers willing to bet. Mr. Tiffin, however,
did succeed here and thers, and managed alti-
mately to march off with over u thousand
dollars Western money. Mr. Robert Macready
was aléo confpicuzous as a Shamrock man,
with any amount of money to bet.

The games was all through maioly & defence
one for the Shamrocks; its features were
strong, quick checking and sharp, bhard
Play. Butler, Farmer and Motton, in ad-
dition fo those mantioned, distinguiahed
themeelves, and Lally was like a rock in
goals, For the victors Qrr, Bonnell and
Hughes werse particulatly remarkable for theie
good work. It was nlveady evident that the
Toronto men were bent on a very rough game,
and somo of their playing was of a vary un-
scrupulous nature. Of course the crowd
chesred triumphantly,and Toronto stock went
up in the betting at once, As an evidence of
the raughness of the play, Butler was seversly
cut on thu hesd by u swipe, nnd Heelan,
struck in a similar manner by Martin, was so
badly injured that he had to leave the field
and could play no more, Lally, too, gota bad
cut on the knee. :
BECOND GANME,

It is illustratlve of the despemt-o intént.!éns

of the T'oronto men that after Heelan had
been disabled they should hesitata to nllow a
substitute, but this was ultimately and per-
smptorily settled by the Referee, and Tucker
took his place in line. Mr. Tucker, betore
commencing, looked tbe boss squarely
in the face and intimated in plain language
that he would stand rone of his non-
sense, and the boss accepted him &t his
word, and for the remainder of the day
acted like & lamb, at least to Tucker. The
game commenced at 4.20. Toronto got the
advantage, and the bull went down to their
opponents’ end of the field, but quickly came
back. Two Toronto men got in a nice piece
of play, and then  over the fonce” caused
another face. A few seconds after thero
was yet another face behind the To-
ronto goals. Martin now got the ball and
mado some clever play egainst a Shamrock
man close by the fence. Garvin got bold of
it and then Bonnell, who threw well up field.
Some clever catching by Hart followed,
and the ball went down again. Ross Mc~
Kenzie and Tucker seeking it, there was
n sharp piece of bocy-checking, in which
the burly Torontoninn’s weight told against
his lighter opponent, He threw badly, how-
ever, and after some pretty tipping from
Hoobin and Farmer, Butler got hold of it
and pgave a eplendid exhibition of his skill,
and the finest play of the whole match ; suc-
cessfnlly dodging at one time four Toronto
men, he got away with the ball and had his
throw. A moment's varying fortune and
there was another lace. Io o brief space of
time Hart caught and threw to goals, where,
after a fow seconds' struggle it was tipped
through hy Daly, the second gnme thus fall-
ing to tho Shamrocks in eight minutes.
Magzuire aud Meehan wece noticeablo for ex-
cellont play, and on the part of tho Torontos
the new men, Swmith and AMcQuillan, did some
capital work.
THIRD GAME,

This game did not last long cuough to judge
how it was lost and won, The ball was at
once sent in front of the Sham'ock goal where
after duncing awhile Morton 'sent ic through
for his opponents, in mistake of course, or
rather, in spite of himself, and another trem-
endous cheer from the crowd agitatated the
air.

began at halt-past four o'clock, and both
teams braced themselves for what they folt
was about to ba what it tarned oat to bo, the
game par ercellence.

MOCTURAL WARDBLERS.

Tne Duoke of Argyll, writing to the Scots-
man, 8ays:—Although the nightingale hns
never hitherto been found in Scotland, yet
several apecies of birds have been known tG
acquire a wider distribation rapidly, snd from
causes a8 obscure as those which determined
a former limitation. 1 have, therefore, read
with interest the letters in your paper which
have lately described the song of the nightin-
gale near Edinburgh and elsewhere. No part
of the descriptions, however, enabled anyone
to be sure of the identificaiion, and 1 have
heard so many songs wrongly ascribed to the
nightingale that I am very sceptical on the
subject, DBut your correspondent, © W.K,
writing from Kincandine Schoolhouse, Blair
Drummond, has solved my doubts by con-
firwing them. He dercribes the song as
t perfectly continuous.” Now, this is not the
character of the nightingale’s song, On the
¢ atrary, it is remarkable for its discontinu-
ousness—guehes of song followed by long
pauses, during which, sometimes, a few siray
notes are sounded. On the other hand, the
continuous character described belongs re.
markably to the one or twe other species
which nlone are also nocturnul, Theso are
the sedge and reed warblers.

Dnringthe

day information was conveyed to the police

which induced Iaspectars Jervis and Swain-

son to visit a honsein Stepney whers a person

resembling Lefroy had been lodging durine

the past woeek.  The Inspectors visited the

housa between Eeven and eight o'clock

anc immediately reccgnized the suspected

murderer. Ag soon as the officers eatered

the room Lelroy sald: «I expected

you.” Swainson informed him that he was

charged with the murder of Mr, Gold. Le-

froy replied: ¢ 1 am not compelled to give an

answer, am 17" He then added: #1 am not
guilty” Hs was taken to Scotland Yard,
thence to the King street police station, Weat-
minster, where he was formally charged with
the murder of Mr., Gold. No money was
found upon bim. He I8 suppoised to have
been living at Stepney ever since he was
missed after having left his sister's room in
the Ialington Wever Hospital. He had no
bandage on his bead und the wounds wkich
wera dregsed on the day of the murder at
Brighton bad almost disappeared. His ap-
pearauce gives the impression that he Las
been suffering from want of food. The only
attempt at dieguise noticeabla ia that he had
shaved off his moustache and whiskera. He
is to be taken to Balcombe for examination
to motrow. The likenesses published are sajd
to be very good,

CARDINAL MANNING,
THE LAND BILL.

Loruoy, July 5.—Thera wera a numher of
evictions In the County of Fermanagh, Ulster,
to-day. Trouble is feared, and n strong force
of military and police have been sent there.
‘The district has bsen procinimed.

DupLiv, July 5.-~At & meeting of the Land
League to-dsy Mr. Sexton said funds wero
still flowing in from Awerica, but aid from
there must depend upon enthusiasm and be
fluctuating. A time might come when they
would have to consider the advisability of
asking from each farmer n percentnge of the
abatement obtaived through the operations of
tho Lesgue. There must be o voluntary nnd
extensive nutional lavy.

Lord Sulisbury’s attack upon the Land Bill
on Friday night is condemned as a blaoder.
The Lords will pass the measure almost as it
stands, expecting that its operation will lead
to an outcry against the Ministry.

LorooN, July 11,—It 13 anticipated that
Friday will see tle Lond Bill out of Commit-
tee of the Houce of Commons. If the Bill
becomes law this year a Convention of
brauct-es of the Land Lengue in Ireland will
be held in September, with a view ot con-
certing measurss to watch its operations,and
advise tenant farmers in availing themselves
of ita provisions,

LoNpo¥, July 5.—The House of Commons
in Committes ndopted clause 7 of the Land
Bill, as u«mended, by 289 to 157, Clause 8
was adopted without discussioa,

The House of Commons hns passed clauses
9, 10 and 11 of the Lund Bill.

The Government huving resolved to toke
no action this session on the Onths Bill, and
also to prevent DBradlaugh fakinpg hLis seat,
the lutter will probmbly try forcibly to enter
thue Housas on Monday. Precautions will ba
taken, and if Brudlaugh is accompunied by a
large bady of supporters tucy will not be ad-
mitted within the gatea of Palace yarl.
Loxvoy, July 6,—Clause 12 of the Lond
Bill was postponed. The Alttorpey-General
fur ireland offered an amcodment to cluuse
13, empowering the Court to restrain an eject-
ment {or breach of statutory conditions. The
amcudment was adopted by 251 to 147.
Clause 13 was then adopted without division.
Mr. Forster stated that the promised pro-
vieion in the Land Bill regurding arrears
of rent would be made by a new clause,
which, with cleuses 45 and 47,, wili enable
tenants whoss rent does not exceed .L£30,
under mnotice of ejoctment, to apply to
the Land Court to fix a judicial rent, and
if the Court fiuds that the tunant is over rent-
ed, thy latter will bave the privilege of gell-
ing his interest in the bolding under clouse
one. The Government proposed to ad-
vance landlords 50 per cent. of the arrears
dus from tepants for the years 1878 and
1879, the landlords giving a receipt in full
for two yenrs' rent, The advance ig to be
repnyable in fifteen years by semi-mapunl in-
gtalments, the maxinum interest to be 33 per
cent., the tepaut agrecing to have the judicial
rent increased gradually vver 15 years for the
extinction of the Ioan und tho landlords giv-
ing {ime for the tenants to settle the arrears
of 1830,  Advunces are to bz takea from the
Liish Churchi fund., The arrangoment is to
ve voluntary and not compulsory.

Mr, Stevenson (Liberai) presvnled a peti-
tion, eluven hundred yards long, containing
81,000 signatures in lavor of closivg public
Lheousws on Sundays,

Loxvox, July 7..—Mr. Gladsione stated that
the Government made no eongagement and
copferred no authority on the D-itish dele-
gates to the Munetary Conference tu make
ony alieration going Leyond the present law
currency, which they had no iotention of
chapgine.

It was better
for them that the subject should be reserved
for a future Royal Commigsion, which cught
to be appointed to take evidunce solely on
the condition of the laborers. The appolat-
ment of such a Commission should be sought
at next session of Parliament, but a Sanitary
Comminssion ought to be provided for by the
Land Bill, which could compel those posaess-
ing an interest in laund to provide proper
dwellings for their laborers.

'That same night, the Provost
adde, three of the Freemasons were curriodd
into the boxas of the 'Pown Hall to sleep off
the npight's debauch,  «'Luic  incident,”
ho continzmes, “diggusted me  with
Masonty, althoi.h, 80 aq  the
violence  was  coucerned, it must be
considersd exceptionn]l in its character.

Dursnar Browwse stated that nt hall-past
one or a guarter to two he was in the hospi-
tul kitchen ; his attention was attracted to
a ghrick procecling from the ndjoining pas-
Rage ; boe wout fu tho door, whon docensed
cnme oppogite to him in & grent state of
excitoment, saying to him, ¢ Protect mo
from that man ; ' vitness went towards bim
nud asked him what was the mntter; he
replied, # Take care of me, ha has ctabbed
me;? witness asked him « %Who?" and he
said, #ibat man Hayvern—don't you seo the
knife in his haml—he bas stabbed me
here” putting his hand on the left breast;
