Mygell and Father Kelly arrived sately
fn the Eternal clty on Tuseday, the 30th
alt., havieg bad, thsnks be to God, falr
weather throughout our journey on sSea
and land.

ted plessure of the soolety of five Prelates
from the Unlted States duripg our voyage
aoross the Atlantlo in the noble ship Galila.
After a fow days ol reat, I visited His Emt
nence, Oardinal Blmeont, Prefect ol Propa-
ganda, who gave me a whols bour's interview
on Baturday, the 3rd inst, and expressed much
delight in meeting ms, all the more when His
Rminence had heard the exoeilent acoonnt
I gsve him In reply fto his enqualrles con-
cerning the Dlocess of Kingston., Last Mon-
day I had the privilege of an invitation to a
smorning audience from Pope Leo XIII. After
ihe manner of Boyal Courts, there was oon-
alderable timoe spent in’the antes-chamber
among officials and vieitors, whilst Soverelgn
of the Universal Dominlon was engsged euo.
cesaively with Cardinal Jacobini, Secretary of
Biate, the Cardinal Becretary of Memorialg, the
Secretary of Brlefs to Princes, and Cardloal
Simeon], Pretsct of Propaganda. The last
mamed dignitary, in passing out from the
Hall of Audience, eaid to me: ¢ 1 have told
3he Holy Father that my gon, the Blshop of
Kingaton, Is thanext to come in"{ the alluslon
belng to my consecration by His Eminence),
and immediately I wrs Introduced by the
Qhamberialn to the Sacred Presence and re-
celved with marked cordislity. After making
preacribed obelsance, and offcring tothe Vicar
of Jesus Ohrist my own and my people's de-
wout homage of alleglance and reverence and
warmest filigl attachment, I took my geat, as
@irected, in front of the throme. The Holy
‘Father asked whether our conversatlon ghould
proceed in Italian, Latln or French ?

Whereupon I assured His
Hollness that thelr prlestly demean-
our has ecarned for them ganerally the
sBteem, not mlone of the Oathollc people,
Put also of the varlous dlssenting com.
munities among whom they resids.
Mhais intelligence ssemed highly pleaslng to
she Dear Holy Father; and, I bardly need to
iell vou, it gave me eincere pleasure to have
been thus particularly interrogated by the
Pastorof Pastors snd supplied with a fitting
pccaalon 1o bsar tostimony to the worth of
my Olergy in return far the loyalty they
have shown to me and thelr earnest correc-
pondence with my efforte to promote reli.
glon In the Dlocese of Kingston.
