THE LABOR PROBLEM

Discussed by College Professors, Working-
men and Manufactureri—The demands of
the Enighys of Labor—FhilGarlic on Land

"~ —Mr. Powderley to retire.

The Age of Steel publishea the results of
an extended Inguiry inte various phases of
the labor question. In the form of commu-
nications from representatlve manufacturers,
workmen, and political economists. The
topics considered relate to strikes and lock-
outs, arbitration as a means of eettling dia-
putes between labor and capital, industrisl
partnerships, or » mutual participation of all
concerned in ths profits arising’ from produc-
tion, and the tgractioability of co-operative
production in the United States,

A summaty of the opinions expressed showa
that strikes and lockouts are an inevitable re-
suit of the wage eystem and of the present
forms of labor organizations, Arbitration
is commended, and, in most cases, the en-
actment of laws embodying its principles is
favored.

zof, Clark says: ¢ The competition which
is the basis of the orthodox political economy
is already a thing of the paat in the sphere of
wage adjustment, It has been vitiated by
combinations,

Prof. Jamea suggests that arbitration has
the great advantage of subjecting the acts of
parties to it to the efficient and powerfn
control of an emergstic public opinion. It
recognizes that the intereats at stake are not
merelg those of the laborerand employer, bat
also those of the community at large,

Edward Trow, Secretary of the Board of
Arbitration for the manufactured iron trade
of England, saya : ‘¢ The benefit and snccess
of the syastam ot arbitration for settling dis-
putes over the aystem of strikea and lock-outa
fully establishes ita utility and adaptability,
and no parallel can be found in the history of
trade where difficulties have been settled ao
advantageounsly.”

Many ocases are oited where manufacturers
have adopted arrangements for the division of
certain l:eroent&ges of surplua profits among
employés. Charlea A. Pillsbury & Co., of
MinnenEolis, say: *“ We have no reason to
regrot the amount of money which we have
thus distrijuted among our workmen, as it
haa given g & very loyal and conscientions
class of mej, and we certainly do not think
weare any-~poorer by the outlay. We never
have the least troubie with our employés or
disaffection among them,”

R. Heber Newton says that *¢ If nociety is
to advance, and the mass of men to be lifted
higher, & more just division of profits must
be found. Nay, then, if we are to avoid
bloody revoluation and anarchy, such a reform
muet accomplish itself in some way.”

John Jarrett advocates profit sharing if
based on industrial partnerships. He would
have the workmen purchsse shases in the
stock of the company by which they are em-

ployed. He regards intemperance as the
greatest curse of American workmen,

On the question of co-operation there is a
g{ent variety of opinion. J. C. Sarefield, of

ew York, believes that when indnstrial co-
operation is established, the day of deliver-
ance is at hend for the working classes whose
heritags is poverty and toil.

As a rule, the manufacturers do not rrgard
productive co-operation as practicable iu this
country. Many experiments have been made,
with indifferent success, Their failure is
azcribed to want of business tact, dishonest
officials, lack of education and the obstacles
thrown in its way by large corporations.

The Labor Commissioners advocate co-
operation as heneficial to both employer and
employdsa. It will increase the earnings of
capital by obviating long and expensive
strikes, and make the men more faithful in
their work and more careful of the interesta
of their employer,

MODERATE DEMANDS.

The order known as the Knights of Labor
has grown to such powerful proportions and
has demonstrated so often its ability to cope
with monopoly that it is not surprising to
find it the objeot of attack and abuse in the
corperation sheets, A studied attempt is
being made in certain quarters to misrepre-
sent the objents of the order. A few journals
have gone so far as to allege that it favors a
recourse to violence. -

The principles of the organization are pub-
lished in all the labor journals and are within
the rench of all. It is, s the New York Sun
recently said, one of the moat conservative
labor organizations ever formed, because it
appeals to the intelligence of the work-
ingman, The character of the leading
men of the order is itself a ruarantee
of the sound metheds it adopts, Ihe chief
executive officer, T, V. Powderly, is a man
of great ability, and possesses the full confi-
dence of the workingmen. He outliged the
objects and methods of the order in his ad-
dress befere the internatiova] assembly which
met recently, In that addreas he said:
“Some of the most nupencticable nud vision.
ary schemes,” he says, * havo hecn ventilated
as tho pluns of this order. Some speakers
have advocuted the usc of frearms, dyramite,
nud, in fact, every kuown winthod of destrue-
tion, The tiwe bus arrived (o put a stop to
such false aud pernicivus teachiugs, It will
not do to aimply suy thut we Jo not advo-
eate such things, and that auch persons who
tatk in that way are in erior; we must go o
sten further, and declare &that euch conduct
shall be suffivioat caunse for oxpulsicn from
the order.”
