and as a consequsnne, ali was tranquillity,
intelligence, sell-sucrlfice; for they recogrized
in their pricsts, pastors who thoroughly aym-
pathized with them in their misery and die-
oontens. Moreover, the German Oongreas of
a few wovka weeka ngo made labor and capi-
tal the moat Important and prominent sub-
jeos of its rrogramme, Dr. Windshorss, one
of the many Catholic leaders who havs pro-
moted the labor cause in Cermany, 2ald :
*¢ We have come to Bscham to prove that
Catnoliclty bas thé courageto piant ita flag
in the mintng reglon, Tue intercsts cf em-
ployers and employed are not opposed ; they
complete one another ; the workman can do

IN FRANCE.

Ten thoueand of tho Catholic working
olaeses snswered the Pupe's request to visty
Bome. Four trelas eack wsek, with five to
pix hundred patseagors, ran from the 14:h of
Qotober until the 18:h of November, Every
part of France sent its representative work-
iogmen, and many wealthy Cathollcs contri-
buted in aiding the poorer of thess laborers
to vieit the Eternal City, What a splendid
gight for the Italian Freemason !—The
French laborer, farmer, nnd meochanic em-
braclog and receivlng ths especial blesulng of
the Vicar of Carlst, Bat more than thie, it
was a néew phage in the present religiots life
of France.

Declde not 1o Introduce a Prohibition Reso-
Iution in Parlinment this Bession.

Orrawa, February 5.—A meeting of mem-
bars of the Parliament [ntorested in the tem-
peranos cauve was held [n the Tower room
this moraning. Hop. S:nator Vidal, prasident
of the Dominion alllancs, occapled the chair,
aud there woro present Hon. Senator Perley,
Mogsrs, Jamieeon, M.P., 8. A. Fisher, M.P.,
R. Watenn, M.P,, J. Scriver, M. P., Somer-
villz, 3. P., Mulock, M.P., Kirk, M.P,, Mac-
dopal, M.P., (Hurov), Jones, M.P,, Arm-
atrong, M.P., Waldie, M.P., Biin, M P,
{Wentwerth) Meigs, M.P., Lsvg, M.P,
Hale, M.P., McMilien, M.P., Briep, M.P,,
Lavitt, M.P, Eleenhauer, M P., Plstt, M.P,,
Wilson, M.P., Rev, W, Saott snd Rov. Mr.

A longthy discueeion took place upon the
advieabllity of Intrcduclng a reeolution In
favor of prohibitlon at thia ecuslon of Parlia-
ment. Mesars, Fisher and Carson reported
that the council of the Allianca had decided
In lavor of auch & step. Mr. Scriver depre-
cated the Introduction ¢f a prohibition reso-
lntion this year, although hs fuvored a dls-
cussion on the sabjsot Io the laet session of
Parllament and would sapport such action
next scsslon, Mr, Jamleson teok a similar
view. There was no probability that thle was
the lnet seasion of vhis Parllament and he
preferred delay. The last time the subjacy
was debated they had not a square vote npon
it, Mr. Whatson, also objected to any action
thia yeur. He regarded the bringing up of
the subject yoar by year as little more thon »
farce, tners had been no ohabge 1o the per-
sonpel of the Bonse, and thelr opinion had
not changed, Mr. Fisher explained why the
temperano - people hed opposed the amend-
ments offered. In his opinfon the only way
to prevent any amendments being propesed
was to put tbe motion vn going into eupply,
but thin was Impossible because such a step
wae nearly always regsrded as a vote of want
of confidence in the Government. Mr. Diu-
gall statad thot In vlew of the late perlod of
the meeting he wes inclined %o agrae with
Mr, Jamieson In favoring a pestponement
until next year. He auggestad tnat next time
they shonld be veady with sama amandment
which weuld place the question fairly before

tbe Houze, Under the present state
of affalrs he wonld be willing
even to acoept a ploblscite, which

he had opposed before, and be hoped thoy
wounld take advantage of any snch amend-
ments thé mext time, Mr. Somerville laid
the blame for the present tromble upen the
oagt-lron form of the rerolution which had
been provided by the Alllance, and which
conld not be varied. Mr., Kirk admitted
that he had approved the plabissite proposal,
hut had felt boond to vote dewn any amend-
ments ‘offared to the motlon, Dr. Maodonald
also opposed any aotion this year.

Finally, %r. Boriver, M.P., moved that In
the opinion®bf the leglslative committee it lu
not expedlent to Introduce a prohibition reso-
letion in the Houre this sesslon.

TEE DUKE OF ORLEANS

Prosecated by the Governmeoent ol France.

Paris Febraary 9.—Tho Duko of Orleans has
writhen a lester to I’reaidana Caract sppeaxling
far permisgion 6y eerve bis country., The Iis-
publican majority in the chamber approves the
attitude s Guvernment hag talen in deciding
uprn a gimple enforcement of tho law, Tae
Left Jeoks upoa the duki's ach 2a a mere bogish
evcapaide and holds that b= should be tried snd
geatenced (o assert the majesty of the law, but
afrer gentence he rhoald bz pardonel and sent
out of France, The letter s written in the
sliphily ipjured tono of one who 18 surpriced
that others do not do justice to the purity of his
aiolives, He expresses his confi lence that every
Frenchman who loves the tricolor will approve
his condue’, and he ventures to think he has no
rensen to fear the jundpment of Carnot’s own
couscwzce He then proceeds :—** Sines you
are 8o justiy proud of your great and patriotic
nncestor you cap hardly ba surprired at my
tovikicg the memory of tho prisc-s, my an-
ceators, who died fur Franco on she field of
battle, nor ag one «f ths deecendants of
Heory the Fourth T aek to becomne 8 common
8> Jdier.

The Duke of Orleans, who was arrested yes-
terday for violating the decres of oxile issued
agaiout the members of his family, occupies &
comfortable apartment in the Conciergerie
prison. The Duchess de Chartres and Frin.:ese
Marguerite, his aunt and csusin respectively,
aud uther frivnds will be parmitted to viaib bim,
M. Conabzns, minister of the interior, hasgiven
orders shat he os treated with distinction. The
Mounarchist membera of the Chamber of
Deputies have decided to interpelate the Gov-
ernmen® a8 tu its reason for imp-isonieg the
Duke. At o meeting of the Cabinnt to-day it
was decided to strictly enfcrece the provision of
vhe expulsion law sgninet the young Duke.

The Duke was taken before the tribuonl of
the Seine tn-day where he was charged with a
flagrand violatica of the law hanishing from
France pretendera to the throma. In reply to
the ohi e hesaid became (0. France to parform
his military dutissa. He azked for an adjourn-
ment of the case in order to gllow him tu in-
struct hia counvel, The caurt thereupnn
adjourned the hearmg until Wednesday. His
counsel will urge that the new recruitiog law
abrogates the clause 1m the cxpulsion law for-
bidding ¥rench princes to eater the army and
that the Duke has not, therefore, rendered him-
self linble to a penalty. The Countess of Paria
telegraphed to the Marquis of Beauvoir thank-
ing bim for news of her son and addicg ‘I am
sure he will always do Lis duty.”

At the conclusion of the judicial enquiry M.
Qonsetann will reply to the interpelation. He
will state the Government merely executed the
law, the provieions of which are precies. He
will explain to the Chamber thav article 4 of
the law of exile enacts that no memvuer of the
Orleana faunly shall enter the army. It dees
not mention the grade from which they are de-
barred, and the cahinet will, therefore, not
admit the argnment of the Duke that he could
join the Army as a private.

The Repubhique Francaix, in commenting on
the arreat of the Duke, points oud thav the
Expuleion law imposes a penalty of from two
to five years imprisonmest upcn the head or
divect heir of apy family that has reigned in
France, who violate, its provisions.

The Paix and Journaldes Debats think the
best policy of the goverunment is to have the
Nnka again anndusted to the franlici,

AWFUL COLLIERY DISASTER.

Nearly 150 Men Killed

BY AN EXPLOSION IN A WELSH MINE

Lonnox, February G —An explosion oo
carred to-day In n colllery at Abereyohsn in
Moanmouthskire, ten miles northweat of New-
port. Three hundred mlncrs were tmpris-
oned and for geveral hours no communication
oneld be had with them, An opening was
finolly effaoted, and at noon 200 of them bhad
been resoued. A number of those rcecaed are
soverely injured. Rescning partiee are etill
searcbiog for those remnining lo the mine.

It 1o feared it will be impossible to rescue
the mluers, who are etill imprisennd., The
owners of the colllery eatlmate 120 peracuns
havo loat their ilvos by tho explosion,

Up to 4 o’clock this aftoracon forty bndles
bad bzen taken out from the mine.  Fifty
min~ra are still imprisoned. It ia not known
whether they are dead or aliva.

T'tie cause of the expleston waus the flood-
ing of the pls adjacent to that in which the
explosion occurred. By the fluoding ef thene
Tits gaz was dislocgod and forced into the
pits where work was in progreen, end there
it wae lgoijed and exploded, There must
have been n groat quautity of pas ae the
explmsion had tremendous forea, It was
acwrd at tho dietance of a milz.  All the
gearing in the shuft was thrown Into the air
as If from the mouth of a volcanee, and
slmultaneously a veat bright volume of flame
shot upward, [ollowed by a demne, heavy
column of sracke. Tac fiest party of reacuers
orizanized endeavored to penotrato the pit
through tho ¢ld workinge.

They got far enouzh to bo able to see
groups of the dead, but they could not reach
them and werc compelled to retreat by the
suffocating volumes of amcke that rose in
that dirvstlen. Upon the firzt appesrance
of a diminution of amoke the resouers went
down the male shaft and reached the scene
of thu cateatrophe, They reecued n large
number of miners yet alive, but all very
badly burncd, They bronght out slxty dead
bodler, nes:ly ali so mutiliated that the
recogoition of thelr identity s impossible.
The latost ratimate of the dead I3 one
hundred and fifty.

Loxboxr, Feb, 10 —The burial of the bedies
of geventy-five of the eollirrs who were kiiled
by the explosion In the Abersychan mine, in
Mormouthshize, last Thursday, took place to-
day. Tho ecenoin iteelf wus extremely imprea-
mve, bns the weeping and wailing of tha
hunireds of widowa and orphans, whoie mani-
festations of grief were uarestrained, marked
the cecanion as one never to ba forgutten by she
bsholdera, As the processinn stnrted for the
church it was; headed by n choir of bnys and
men who chonted weird Welsh dirges, which,
ingled with the criex and grosns of the mour-
ners, produced an effecy which the least emo-
tional bystander was powerless to withstand.
The shops in the town were all closed, and
duriog the borial ceremonies businesa of every
kind wua suspended.

French in Manitoba.

Prendergast’s rosolution to cemsure the
Governmenv for having takem it upon them-
selves to cease printiog the Manitobs Gaecile
and orders of the House in the French lan-
guage. Mr. Prendergast was nob io his sead
and Mr. Martin, the French member for
Morria, created considerable surprise by asking
that the order regarding the resolution be die-
charged. The (Government refused to aliow
this to bo dore. The G wernment then brought
up its own measure abolishiog the rule of the
House which required that all billa, motions,
evc., be printed 1o French, Mr. Martin, of
Morris, ssked the Government to postpone the
considoration of this, ss ®everal of she French
memhers were unavoidably abeent. This was
a ‘read to.

‘Then Attorney-General Martin brought up
his new municipal bill and moved its second
foadiaf, ixic. bisruin, of iiorris, then raised the
point shat the bill was cut of order, not baviog
been printed in French, as required by the
rules. This objection the rpewker had, of
course, to sustain and the resmit wai thas the
Government was blocked and forced to aek for
an adjournmend to the evident disgust ot the
Attorpey-General.  Before adjourniog the las-
ter forcibly impressed it on the French mem-
bera that a8 long as he had anything to do
with 1t the bill wonld never be printed mm
Frenoch.
