in Ottawa between representatVeS of the Government of Canada and repre-

ientatives of the Government of the Socialist Republic of Romania concerning

the establishment of diplomatie relations between our two countries.

Ini those discussions, ini which the expression was given to the desire of

the two- governments- to develop relations between Canada and Romnanla, under-

standing. was reached on the following:

1. diplomatic relations would be established between Canada and the

Socialist Republie of Romnania as of this date;

2. both parties would establish diplomatie missions at the Embassy

leýVel, and* Would have ho objection to such missions' being non-resident or

headed by non-resident Ambassadors.

I have the honour to confirma that this understaflding is entirely acceptable

to the Government of Canada.
