stand the human condition.

The hard edges of Carbone 14’s
shock performances have not been
softened with 16 years of accept-
ance. One critic noted that the
group “hit exposed nerves.” An-
other called a Carbone 14 perform-
ance, “inspired mayhem.” Their
performance will certainly add new
context to the “Discovery” theme of
Expo’92.

In 1990, Carbone 14 performed in
19 cities in Europe and North
America. Any group that can
“knock ‘em in the aisles” in both
Glasgow and Helsinki leaps cul-
tural boundaries and plays to
universal humanity.

During 1967 and 1968 Mr.
Maheu studied mime and the
grammar of body movement in
Denmark, France and Switzerland.

In 1972 he helped create the pro-
duction, “Possession” with Yves
Lebreton. He performed in it for
three years in a European and
North American tour.

Mr. Maheu also teaches per-
forming arts at I'Université de
Montréal and I'Université de
Québec.
