The fire orders have been developed in conjunction with the Ottawa Fire Department,

ALL PERSONNEL

IF YOU DISCOVER FIRE, SEE SMOKE OR SMELL GAS

1. Activate the nearest fire alarm to warn occupants.

2. Evacuate immediately using the nearest safe exit. Clear the building to a
maximum distance of 100 m (300 ft.).

3. From a safe location contact the Ottawa Fire Department at 9-1-1.

4. Return to the building only when authorized by the Municipal Fire Authorities.
