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(b) Applications will be granted if the United
3tates authorities are willing to accept the
applicant, provided that the Canadian authorities
are cmpowered to postpone transfer, if in their
opinion, immediate transfer would prejudicially
affect the common war effort.

(¢) The United States will send Boards to
Canada to interview the applicants, and these
Boards will have power to enlist the applicants
into the United States forces,

(d) Applications for transfer will be received
up to April 20 from personnel serving in the
Canadian forces in Canada; those serving in
MNewfoundland and Jamaica will, if necessary,

be given a week or so longer to send in their
applications.

(e) Personnel serving elsewhere may apply for
transfers within fifteen days after notice of

" the right to apply has appeared in the orders

of the unit with which they are serving; they
will not ordinarily be transferred until they
cati be transferrsd to a United States unit

serving in the area in which they are located.

(f) Representatives of Canade and of the
United States will discuss with the authorities
of Great Britain, the transfer to the United
States forces of R.C.A.F. personnel now serv-
ing in the R.A.F. whose transfer might affect
the efficiency of the R.A,F.
