Mr. Kindt: I agree with you very mucb.
In concluding my remarks I wish ta say

the gavernment bas no mandate ta decide
the flag issue and therefare tbat issue sbould
be placed befare the people in a plebiscite.

The government made mention of the flag
in the dying days of tbe last election, saying
that if returned ta affice it would try ta pro-
vide a new flag, but tbat was nat sometbing
which made it mandatary an tbe gavernment
ta act. Wbat was meant by that was that
if it received a majarity, and continued in
office for four ar five years, the subi ect of
a flag could be introduced and it wauld do
wbat it could do ta arrive at sametbing wbich
wauld bring greater unity ta Canadians and
preserve the degree of unity we have naw.
However, as a result of tbe people's vote in
tbat election we must deduct that the gavern-
ment is not in a position that it bas a mandate
ta change the red ensign.

Mr. Oison: Wauld the bion. member permit
a question?

Mr. Kindt: Furtbermore, they are being
kept in affice by a graup tbat wisbes ta re-
tain tbeir $18,000 a year.

Mr. Depuly Speaker: Would the bon. mem-
ber kîndly resume bis seat. Tbe suggestion
wbich be is making naw is entirely out of
order and I wauld ask him to canfine bis
remarks ta the matter which is suppased ta
be discussed and considered, tbe necessity and
advisability of holding a plebiscite.

Mr. Kindt: Tbank yau, Mr. Speaker. The
next point I wish ta make is that there is no
urgency ta the flag issue and hence, as the
hion. Liberal member for York-Humber (Mr.
Cowan) said, it should be withdrawn and
more important and urgent business placed
before the bouse. How can any reasonable
persan blame the apposition for being
apposed ta tbe propased flag?

I say we should place the flag issue before
the people in a plebiscite, and keep the red
ensign flying from tbe peace tower, ail across
Canada and thraugbout the warld until same-
thing mare acceptable is faund than tbe
palitical manstrasity concacted by the paliti-
cal flag committee.
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
