Mr. Cyril Keeper (Winnipeg-St. James): Madam Speaker, 1
have a petition from about 1,000 residents in my constituency
who state that on February 10, and April 21, 1983, the
Canadian and U.S. Governmnents concluded weapons testing
agreements that paved the way for testing the unarmed Cruise
missile in Canada; that the technological capability of the
Cruise missile clearly makes it a weapon for fighting a nuclear
war and not for deterring such a war; that the Cruise missile is
being tested for deployment in western Europe, which would
further escalate the nuclear arms race, and that such escala-
lion poses the most grave and immediate threat to world peace
and the survival of humanity.
