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The Acting Speaker (Mr. Paproski): I declare the

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Bill read the third time and passed.

The Acting Speaker (Mr. Paproski): It being 6.38
o’clock, pursuant to order made Tuesday, June 13, 1989,
the House will now proceed to the consideration of
Private Members’ Business as listed on today’s Order

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Mr. Young (Beaches —Woodbine): Mr. Speaker, I want
to express my appreciation as well to the Government
House Leader for clarifying the length of time that we
have to make some remarks on my Private Member’s
Motion.

I think an
equal number of times the Minister of the Environment

Hopefully, I will have the
support of Members on all sides of the House tonight
not to talk this Bill out, but to ensure that it is referred to
an appropriate legislative committee so that all Members
on can have input into the legislation and certainly the
Canadian public can also have input.
