As will he seen from what I have just said we have ever since
the establishment of the Department of Physical Edcuation done 
everything in our power by special notices to impress upon the 
students the necessity of completing their work in this subject 
but if Dr. Lamb prefers merely to have the list of those students 
who have completed the requirements in Physical Education posted, 
and will send us the list of such students, we shall be very glad 
indeed to meet his request. In my or inion, however, it will not be 
nearly as effective as posting the names of the students who 
default.
