The G. A. C. Dominion convention
brought to a close its two-day séssion
with a monster mass meeting .in St.
George’s Hall st night. The hall
was packed for the occasion and con-
siderable enthusiasm prevailed among
the members, who expressed complete
confidence in their Dominion execu-
tive officers, who were elected by the
convention.

The officers elected by the convens
tion for the ensuing year were: Do-
minion president, Stanley Brown; Do-
minion secretary, L. M. Montgomery ;

The convention dealt with much
business pertaining to the welfare of
the returned soldiers and unanimously
passed the following resolutions :

“That this convention while prepared
to uphold democratic princ.ples, is
nevertheless of the opinion that honois
in the gift of his majesty the King
should be conferred on those who, on
account of their services to the em-
pire, are entitled to recognition that
only his gracious majesty can confer.
That the recipients of such honors
should be those who served in the mili-
tary or naval forces in a theatre of
war or in a semi-military capacity that
was directly beneficial to the said
services or prompted by patriotic mo-
tives devoted his or her whole time
to war service. That distinct.on and

honors granted or conferred subject |

to these restrictions or limitations
would in no way derogate from demo-
cratic principles. That we further
place ourselves on record as favoring
the reconsideration or repeal of the

resolution adopted by parliament in the |

matter of advising his majesty in
awarding the titles. That recom-
