The London, Eng., Mining Journal
says editorially regarding the gold
fields of ‘Western: Ontario: “By"* a
strange coincidence, barely had -the
world awakened to the knowledge that
B{Jt!sh Co.umbia, the Pacific Provinee
of the Dominion of Canada, contains
valuable deposits of gold, when re-
rvorts of discoveries of the precious
metal in the remote western district
of Ontario began to be circulated.
How well authenticated were these ru-
mors, and how important the results
promise to be to the Province of On-
tario, may be judged from a perusal
of the official report recently publish-
£d by the Depar.ment of Crown Lands.
At the instigation of the Bureau of
Mines, Prof, Coleman, geologist and
inineralogist, devoted a portion of the
summer to -a trip through what was
reported to be the gold-bearing dis-
trict.

ROUGH ON LEGISLATORS.

After investing a good ‘'many millions
in West Australia, the speculators are
beginning to find that the mining laws
of that torrikl colony-are “‘unbearable.”
In' British Columbia we suffer con-
slderakbly from an incapable Ministry.
There are absolutely no party divis-
icns, and, as the gentlemen who form
1{0!- Majesty’s Oppoeition in.this pro-
vinee have nét given signs of possess-
ing a grain more of ability than those
who sit in office, it does not appear
that the suffering miner is at all like-
ly to obtain any relief if -a change—of

other legislation-is conductéd in this
Province occurred last session. A
mineral bill had been drafted and
pagsed thrugh its initial stages, and
it was in good shape to make a decent
act, During the last day or two of
the session,y when bills were being
slaughtered wholesale, and 'business

er's office within 16 days, with an al-
lowance of one day extra for every 10
miles distance from the Record office.
The fee for -this record is $2.50 (10s).
Having recorded his claim he becomes
the holder of a lease over it, which re-
quires $100 worth (£20) of work every
year to hold it. * When a group of ad-
joining claims is held in partnership,
the yearly assessment work for all the
claims may, with the consent of the
‘Gold Commissioner, be done on any
one of them. When five years’ work
has been done—that is, when $500
(£100) altogether has been expended on
the property, the holder becomes en-
titled to a Crown grant of it. -He has,
however, to pay, in addition, the cost
of the survey, which varies, of course,
with different claims, but may
roughly estimated at $250 (£50). The
law permits a miner to pay the value
of his yearly assessment into the Re-
cord office, instead of doing the work
on the property, and as the value of
the five years’ work may be paid all
at once, there is nothing to prevent a
Crown grant being issued at once, ex-
cept the time necessary to make a sur-
vey of the claim. A further protec-
tion is granted to the miner, who may
not desire to pay up all his assessments
clause 28 of the Act, which
provides that “no irregularity happen-
ing previous ‘to the date of the record
of the last certificate of work shall af-
fect the title, and it shall be assumed
that up to that date the title to such
claims was perfect, except upon suit
by the Attorney-General, based upon
fraud.” This clause was inserted to
put a stop to all the tricks of the claim
jumper, and it was badly wanted. The
owner of a mineral claim is entitled
to “all surface rights, including the use
of all timber thereon for mining and
building purposes in connection with
the working of the said claim, so long
as he holds the said claim, for the pur-
pose of developing the minerals con-
tained therein, but no longer.”

Such is the gist of the mining laws
of the province so far as they relate to
quartz mining, and it may fairly be
said that they are liberal in the ex-
treme. Put shortly, a mineral claim o
52 acres can be bought right out for
£150.
