“On May 1 a force of 325 men,' made up
of 75 Northwest Mounted Police, 80 men of
‘B’ Battery, 45 Infantry School company,
20 Governor-General’s Foot Guards and 60
Queen’s Own, tegether with 45 Battleford
Rifles, a Gatling gun and two old seven-
pounders, took the trail for Poundmaker’s
reserve, with the object of striking a blow
at that chief and his tr‘be before a junction
cculd be effected with Big Bear's Indians.
Halting for four hours’ rest on the way, at
midnight the march was again resumed, and
at daybreak the enemy’s camp was reach-
ed, but too late to prevent the tjunctlon
of. the Indian tflbes, which were found to
be there in great force.

How They Were Killed. 3

“Crossing the creek at the foot of Cut
Knife Hill, the Northwest Mounted Police
were almost immediately attacked in front,
and Corp. Sleigh, Corp. Lowry and Trum-
peter -B#‘rke spon after lost their lives.

‘“Po e right and rear the Ilnfantry
School company and the Governor-General's
Fcot Guards repelled a severe attack from
that direction, and Bugler Foulkes of the
Infantry School and Privates Osgoode and
Rodgers of -the Ottawa contingent were
killed. \The rear was protected by the
Battleford Rifics and Private Dobbs of that
ccmpany, together with Charles Winder of
the transport corps (who had voluntarily
gene out into the fighting line), were Killed
in driving the Ind’ans from the coolies.

““The others whose names are on the
tablet and who were wounded in the en-
gagement were Sergt., Ward of the North-
west Mounted Police, Sergt. Gaffney, Corp.
Morton and Gunner Reynolds of ‘B’ Bat-
tery; Sergt.-Major Spackman of the Infan-
try School company, Color-Sergt, Winters
of the Governor-General’s Foot Guards (now
captain of the same regiment), and Private
MecQuilken, also of the Guards; Bugler Gil-
bert of the Battleford Rifles and Lieut.
Pelletier of the 9th Quebec Voltigeurs (now
Major Pelletier of the Canadian regiment
in South Afriea).

“The left front of the position was held
by the Queen's Own, and, although none
were killed, five of them weére more or less
severely wounded—Color-Sergt. Coopér, now
band sergeant of the -regiment; Privates
Frayiers, . Varey and Watts, and DPrivate
Llcyd, now chaplain of the Queen’s Own.

“To the roll ‘upon the tablet two more
rames are added. On May 14, while on a
reconnaissance 20 miles south of Battle-
ford, Constable Elliot of the Mounted Police
was killed and Constable Spemcer of the
same force was wonnded in contact with a
party of Indlans raiding on the trail. Soon

after that event the surrender of the

Indians brought our part of the campaign
to a close. e had nine men killed and

fifteen wounded while on service with the
column, and, after the lapse of neariy fif-

teen years, their names have been inscribed
on this bronze tablet to their memory and
