DOCTORS SERE A TROAPY

Inside Membrane of Eggshells Used
as a Substitute for Skin=
Grafting, -

RESULT WHOLLY SUCCESSFUL

Tho Arm, Shoulder and Collar.
bone Are Cut Away, Patient
Seems Sure to Live,

New York, Jan. 21.—With bis left arm,
left shoulder blade and left side of the
collar bone cut away by the surgeon’s
knife, Edgar G. Garbutt of No. 204 Marcy-
avenne, Brooklyn, left the Seney Honi)ltal,
Yesterday morning, and it isn't much won-
der that the doctors there, who say he wii]
live many a year, qre ‘proud of their
work. 3 of

‘jarbutt’s troubles came about in the
simpleést way possible, A fall from a bi-
cycle, a slight bruise, to which he paid no
attextion, and then—almost the whole of
his left side, from the shoulder down,
hclpless as If it bad been paralyzed. Kvery
attention was given to the sick man, and
all the skilled artifice of modern surgery
was brought to bear upon ' the Iinjured

wemnbers. -
Hens’ Eggs Used,

In the end it was the inper covering of
eggs, used in the place of human skin for
grufting purposes, that brought about his
recovery.,

Oue day, two years ago, Garbutt fell
from his bieycle. He lanaed on his left
arm. « When he went home and examnea
his arm he found it shigntly abrased and
discolored. He applied an olntment to i,
and gave it no more heed.

Three weeks later he was attacked with
acute pains in the spot where he had no-
ticed the bruise, just above the eibow.
At first he gave It ‘electrical . treatment.
‘Then he went to the Post Graduate Hospi-
tal, and remained there tor sIX weeks,
with his arm encased in plaster of pans.
There was no lmprovement. He consulted
u surgeon connected with the dseney Hos-
pital, and to that institution he
went.

An operation was performed on the 1njur-
ed arm, but necrosis had set in, aud a
second operation was necessary. In  ihis
the entire arm was removed from ihe
socket. But even yet the Knife of the sur-
geon had not intercepted the disease, ‘hat
was spreading itself gradually over tne pa-
tlent's entire left side.

A Jecisive step was then taken,which de-
prived Garbutt of his shoulder blade and
part of his collar bone,

Volunteers Not Needed,

_So far the work haa been successful, but
it was necessary to furnish new skin to
the patient. His wife, nephew, and oue of
hig employes offered skin from their cwn
bodies to be grafted on Garbutt. But one of
the surgeons had heard of the ufe in
Fuarope of the membrane of the shell or
eggs tor m=uch purposes, ond, upon his
suggestion, it was tred.  'The grafting
proved a success.

‘I here have heen only five €uch opera-
tions, including the one on Garbutt, record-
ed in the medical world. Two of these
were performed in Paris, one in Scotland
aud another in New York.

London, Jan. 20.—John Ruskin died this
afternoon of influenza, aged 81 years.

ohn Ruskin was born in London on Feb.
S.Jlgrﬂ, and was the son of John James
Ruskin, wine merchant. He was educ:nted
privately, and then graduated at Chnst
Church, Oxford, where he secured the
Newdigate prize in 1839. He was Bede
Lecturer at Cambridge In 1867, Slade I’ro-'
fessor of Fine Art, Oxford, 1870-79, 1882 84:
Hon, D. C. L., Oxford, 1803; Hon. member
of the Royal Society of Painters In Water
Colors, 1873; also Fellow of the Geographi-
cal Soclety, Zoological Soclety and of any
number of foreign academies, He was the
author of Modern Painters, 1843-60; Bever;

New York, Jan. 21.—The London corres-
pondent of The Evening Post says: *'Yes-
ferday marked another stage in what 1s
still called the church crisis, A deputa-
‘tion, headed by the Duke of Newcastle,
visited Lambéth Palace to present to the
Archbishop of Canterbury the protest of
13,794 ritualist lay members of the church
against the archbishop’s ban upon the

ceremonial use of incense and processional
lights. The archbishop might have resent-
ed the somewhat blustering terms of the
protest, but that is not how bishops are
gradvally smoothing. down this rituaiistic
n}:hcnvnl. Instead of angry threats he ex-
plained in kind, fatherly fones how he was
gnided entlrel( by the prayer book, and
ridiculed the idea that he wanted to set
up a rort of Anglican Papacy at Lambeth,
Certaln matters had been referred to him.
He had heard them, and had glven s
opinjon. That was all. He claimed bo
coercive jurisdiction. 1t was quite open to
any bishop, who took a different view, to
refuse to adopt, in his own diocese, the
opinton of the archbishop. in ' moving
words he prayed God that, old as he was,
e might not live to see the church split
in twain, and with deep feeling he coun-
solled the memorialists to seek the peace of
the church. The deputation, which had
entered with so many traculent protests,
left wondering whether they or the aged
jrelate had proved the victer. ;
