EMBRACED

EIGHT CITY BANKS

In Six He Was Foiled in His Chemical Operations by Officials—
" Representatives of Monetary lnstitutions May Meet to
Devise Means to Prevent a Recurrence.

No new developments of any great im-
portance were brought to light yesterday
in connection with the case which was
originated when the Imperial Bank and
the :Bank of Commerce were victimized
on Saturday to the extent of $5245 by the
man who gave the name of G. A. Winton,
and who succeeded in securing the money
by passing raised cheques.

Yesterday the success attained by the
swindler in working the old game was the
one topic of conversation im banking
circles. The principal officials of mone-
tary institutions are silent when spoken to
on the subject of the robberies, but it is
generally known that over half a dozen
banks had been tésted by the swindler on
Saturday, and that among theSe are the
Bank of Nova Scetia, Bank of Ottawa,
Bank of Montreal, Ontario Bank, Union
Bank and the branch of the Imperial Bank
at the corner of York and King-streets.
With none of these wds the attempt suc-
cessful, and each of the banks named 1§
ahead the amount of a small deposit by the
operations of the swindler.

At thé Bank of Nova Scotia, Winten
made out a cheque for $30, and presented
it to the ledger-keeper, who certified it
good. The accepted stamp was placed
over the amount in the bhody of the cheque,
and it was therefore impossible for Win-
ton to change its face value without ren-
dering it unnegotiable. This cheque was
presented to the paying-teller and cashed.

Winton had small deposits at the Bank
of Montreal and the Bank of Ottawa,
and had chéques marked on Saturddy
morning at each of tﬁese banking ip;tltl;-
tions. The swindfer had no opportnx‘nlty to
“raise” the cheques, because in both in-
stances after tl{ey were accepted by the
ledger-keeper they were passed thru to
the paying tellers, who pald out the
amount called for by each.

It is stated Winton had a cheque marked
at the Union Bank, and was foiled In his
game by an officlal, wno noticed him at-
tempt to leave the bank, This officlal
told Winton that the bank did not allow
customers to get a cheque accepted and
then leave the Institutfon, wherenpon it
is stated that the swindler coolly v'valked

over to the paying teller and received the
amount.

At. the York-street branch of the Im-
perial Bank it is stated Winton was also
unsuccessful, because he neglected to put
in figures the value of the cheque. The
mistake was rectified by the ledger-
kecper, and Winten, finding it impossible
to obliterate the figures, accepted the op-
portunity and cashed the cheque.

Altho Winton had a deposit at the On-
tario Bank, for some reason not yet ex-
plained, he made no attempt te withdraw
the amount or pass a raised cheque.

The detectives are working quietly on
the case, and are loth to discuss the ques-
tion of developments or the probability ot
the arrest of the prisoner. Photographs of
the swindlers who are suspected were yes-
terday shown by Detective Black to the
bank tellers and accountants who saw the
man, and it is said one of these was recog-
nized by at least two of the officials con-
cerned.

Detectives who were spoken to last night
regarding the truth of the story to the
effect that the identity of the swindler
had become known to the department re-
fused to deny or affirm the report.

Inspector Stark of the local Detective
Department says there is n% truth inthe
statement printed in an evening paper of
yesterday that a letter was received here
three weeks ago from the Metropolitan
Bureau in Chicago,warning the police that
a raised cheque swindler would be likely
to try his game in Toronto.

‘““They are putting words inteq my
mouth,”” sald the inspector, when spoken
to regarding the story’ yesterday after-
noon.

The Detective Department acted with all
possible expedition, and has enlisted the
ald of the’ Pinkertons and of the police of
the various large centres in Canada and
the United States.

There is a feeling in banking circles that
something’ must be done to prevent a re-
petition of the fraud, and in all probabil-
ity a meeting of representftives of large
monetary institutions will be held within
the next few days, to discuss the bhest
method to be adopted.

MYSTERIOUS DEATH OF A CHILD
CAUSED BY ALCOHOL OR POISON

An Inquest Held—One Witness Said the Little One’s Father Had
Given It Several Drinks of Gin—Mother Swore Baby Swal-
lowed a Marble—Doctors Find Traces of Arsenic.

the 4%-year-old child, who died at her
parents’ home on April 8, has disclosed an
unexpected result.

The doctors who performed the autopsy
testifiied that = the stomach contained
about an ounce of slimy material, showlné
that:the child bhad eaten nothing, or had
vomited {ré¥ly. The folds of the stomach
were spotted as if with a corrosive poi-
son. The naturg of the poison he was un.
able to tell, but the spots had the appear-
nce of being causea by arsenic.

The jury, after considering the evidence,
returned a verdict that the child came to
her death by poison, accidentaily.

The stomach is in possession of .the
Crown, who will retain it until the facts
in the case, so far as known, are lald be-
fore the Department of Justice.

The Attorney-General's Department have
not yet been notified of the case.

NOT IN FRANCE FOR HEALTH.

It is Believed That Premier Wal-
deck-Rousscau and Premier
