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united and therefore successful effort, we shall still further reduce the
amount of our indebtedness.” After that skor? respite had been taken,
the united and successful effort was also put forth, so that we were able
to say in the Annual Report for 1883, “ With a promptness and liber-
ality worthy of all commendation, the members and adherents of the
Congregation so heartily responded to the appeal made to them that we
now have on our subscription list the very large sum of $r1,625” ; and
we are now able to say that, on the 15th of February, 188.4—a red-letter
day in the financial history of Knux Church,—the sum cf $12,000 was
paid to Mr. James McLaren, sc that our debt, which iu the beginning
of 1881 was $33,000, is now reduced to $15,000. © Next year we shall
begin to reap the full benefit of this reduction by alargely diminished
expenditure for interest.
