■T Big crowds gathered at all points 

of the dog show of the Exhibition 
all day yesterday, and much interest 
was manifest in the various ribbons 
distributed. One kennel had no fewer 
than 88 ribbons, blue, red and yellow. 
There were about six dogs in this 
lot. Another lot of ribbons belonged 
to one dog, thirty-seven in number/ 
This was a toy spaniel who, un­
aware of the fame which attached 
to his name and house. Still an­
other lot, about twenty-three in 
number, belonged to three Pekinese 
owned by Mrs. R. S. Richardson. 
There were many other dogs and 
doglets which achieved fame to a 
greater or lesser degree, but of all 
of them the great mas tigs, the St. 
Bernards and the Russian wolf hounds 
were the favorites- John D. Ken­
nedy, well-known in labor circles, 
and John Vick, also well-known, both 
achieved the ribbon of the third de­
gree with their champs, Mr. Kennedy 
having a Pekinese and John Vick 
showing a fine white wire terrier, 
buffed with brown at the nose.

Judging has been completed, and 
the canines are now pretty well at 
rest. Freeman Lloyd of New York 
judged the mastiffs, bloodhounds, 
greyhounds, wolf hounds, St., Ber­
nards and others; Leonard Brumby 
of Westbury, Long Isinad, Judged the 
airedales, terriers and others; Arthur 
Garrick of Glen Head, Long Island, 
Judged the sporting spaniels; Nor­
man K. Swire judged the collies and 
old English sheep dogs, and Alva 
Rosenburg of Brooklyn, New Yorkî 
Judged the Poms, toys, chums; 
poodles and others. Dr. F. A. Camp­
bell and Dr. Harold A. Bond officiated 
as veterinary surgeons.

Fred Jacobi and his colleagues ex­
press themselves as more than satis­
fied with the show this year, which 
is the largest and best ever held at 
the Exhibition.
