Dr. Herdt Refuses Answers

Given- Him. KIIisRobert McKay, K.C., counsel for 
pro-Hydro municipalities, managed 
to score yesterday afternoon at the 
resumed session of the Hydro radial 
probe. Hr. L. A. Herdt, professor 
of engineering at McGill University, 
was cross-examined by counsel, who 
succeeded in Setting the expert slight­
ly confused, also to qualify some of his 
statements made at Tuesday's ses­
sion. The estimates compiled by the 
Hydro commission showed that 26.8 
cents wad considered to be sufficient 
to cover thé cost of operation of one I 
car over a distance of one mile. The 
professor stated, in his opinion, that 
the cost of operation per car mile 
woul dbe nearer 35 cents.

Press.)—“Those who .pretend to rule 
this country,” dramatically exclaimed!
