Another idea introduced by the 
peasants to the purchase and sale by 
the government, at minimum prices, 
of all things needed for the life of the 
people. This is intended as an emer­
gency measure to relieve the present 
high prices and improve the rate of 
exchange. The purchasing is done 
largely in foreign markets and in such 
quantities as to insure the lowest 
prices. Distributing these goods dir­
ect to the consumer, the government 
eliminates the middleman, and the 
people get the goods at the lowest 
prices.

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Binghamton, N. Y., Oct. 31.—The 
board of managers of the Bingham­
ton Hospital have named Miss 
Ida McFee, acting superintendent of 
nurses of the Toronto West­
ern Hospital, superintendent at - the 
Binghampton City Hospital.

A nurses’ training school which has 
34 pupils and which will be doubled 
in size before the end of the year, is 
connected with the . institution. The 
hospital ds one of the largest of its 
kind in the state, and much care has 
been exercised by the management 
in selecting the superintendent, who 
was chosen from a large list of candi- 
rates.

Causes of Danger.
“Complete abandonment of all 

■typhus fever work in the worst 
typhus fever districts of Poland; 
capture by the Bolshevik! of all 
eastern quarantine stations and re­
moval of the barriers established 
under great difficulties; capture and 
destruction of much of the para­
phernalia and materials which had- 
been distributed in many towns and 
villages thruout the typhus districts, 
introduction by Bolshevik troops of a 
new source of contamination to 
places free from the disease, infect­
ing of the armies of Poland, and in­
fecting of the populace returning -to 
homes recentl yoccupied ‘by Bolshe­
vik soldiers.’’

Poland realizes the seriousness of 
the .present situation, and is doing all 
ai her power to cope with it, says the 
report, but with a war on hand, and 
limited facilities to work with, the 
government officials ean do but little. 

_ In closing Colonel Gilchrist says: 
“While there are no figures available 
to enumerate the actual amount of 
damage wrought by the Bolshevik 
armies in their recent advances toward 
Poland, it is predicted toy the most 
sonservative that the number of 
new typhus carriers scattered all 
over Poland will reach many thou­
sands, and the financial loss due to 
the destruction of sanitary materials, 
crops and other property will run 
into millions of dollars."

Warsaw, Oct. 13.—(By Mail.)— 
Poland is in far worse condition from 
typhus fever dangers than ever in 
her history, says a report by Colbnel 
Harry L- Gilchrist, commander of the 
American Polish Relief Expedition, 
which has been co-operating with the 
Polish government more than a year 
in an effort to wipe out. the disease.

“Unless outside aid is forthcoming 
at once," says the report, "suffering 
will be intense during the approach­
ing winter and all Europe will he 
threatened with a terrible typhus 
fever epidemic.”

Increased danger from the spread 
of typhus fever has been brought 
about by the Polish-Russian war, 
which has destroyed all eastern de­
fenses against the infected regions of 
Russia as the armies have pushed 
each other back and forth across the 
disputed districts.

Regarding the Bolshevik activities 
in August, which threatened Warsaw 
tor days, and their effect upon the

Montreal, Oct. 30.—If the employes 
of the firm of Daoast, Lalonde and 
Company, shoe manufacturers, decline 
to accept a reduction of 12 per cent, 
in their wages, the factory will be 
closed for an indefinite period.

While the peasants are 
in power there is little danger of the 
ascendency of bolshevism, for eachjn- 
habitant owns his own land and is 
content with what he has.

As the peasants have come into con­
trol, the professional politicans have 
passed out. The so-called intellectual 
classes have had their way, and the 
(population is content now to give the 
peasants a chance. They are doing 
well. They have taken hold of the 
country at the most critical, economic 
and financial period in its history and 
are making wonderful strides toward 
bringing the kingdom back to normal. 
Cld-time politicians and statesmen are 
viewing the scene with amazement, 
if not with admiration.

Peasants Wisely Led.
Led by their powerful leader, M- 

Stambuliwsky, who is a man of great 
wisdom and practical common sense, 
the peasants are introducing many 
reforms and numerous innovations in 
the government. Perhaps the 
novel scheme they have is the so- 
called labor army, whose ranks in­
clude every able-bodied inhabitant of 
the country. The underlying prin- 

fciple of it is that every man above 
and icvery woman above Ï8 shall 

ewrtilbute his or her proportionate 
share of labor to the reconstruction, 
development and improvement of the 
country. One group of workers, for 
example, give a certain part of their 
time to the building of railways,
