The aldermanic race is off, with
the big field of wixty-seven starters
for twenty-four places in the eight
wards of the city. For the board of
éducation there are thirty candidates
for sixteen seats, and of these four
were elected without opposition,
.among them being two of the former
women members, Mrs. E. L, Groves
and Mijss C. R. Boulton. Ward one
ledds the entry with eleven aspirants
for the aldermanic circle, ward seven
with ten coming a close second.

All the former aldermen with twe
exceptions are running again, Alder-
man Hiltz in ward one is out for a
controuers}}ip, and Alderman Miskelly
in 'ward eight has been compelled to
retire on account of dill-health. Xix-
AlMerman Mogridge, who at one time
had ambition for the bo#rd of con-
trol, is nominated both in wards three
and four. i ;

There was not a great deal of in-
terest displayed by the public in the
‘nominations, and with the exception
of wards one and eight there weore
no speeches, these all being reserved
for the hustings.

There were no surprises among the:
nominations yesterday for the mayor-
alty and the board eof control. Mayor
Church and his opponent of last year,
ex-Controller Sam# McBride, will
again contest-the mayoralty and the
eight whose names have been known
for several days will fight for the
four remaining seats on.the board of
control. They are the four present
controllers, Maguire, Cameron, Rams-
den. and Gibbons, and ex-Controller
Robbins. "ex-Aid. #H. H. Ball, Ald.
Hiltz and Ald. Russell Nesbitt.

The nomination proceedings were
opened in the council chamber of the
city hall yesterday at 10 o'clock and
closed at 11 o'clock. Then came ten-
minute speeches by the xten: candi-
dates. There ,were no. pyrotechnics
and the attendance was not ' large.
City Clerk Littlejohn, who had
charge of the proceedings, requested
the candidates to avoid personalities,
and his advice was observed. Barring
an occasional interruption when Mr.
MoBride was speaking, the meeting
passed’ off quietly.

Mayor Church’s announcement that
he would continue ag mayor only until
the power and transportation situation
had been cleaned up was accepted
by Controller Maguire as definite as-
surance that 1921 would be the last
yéar for T, L. Church, and he (Con-
troller Maguire) &aid he would be
out for the mayoralty in the follow-
ing year. b

As soon as Clerk Littlejohn' an-
nounced that he was ready to receive
nominations, Mayor Church moved
forward and handed in his nomina-
tion paper. Controller J. (‘31bbons ar-
rived a few minuteg later with his
two supporters, followed in a' few
minutes by W. D, Robbins and H. H.
Ball, Mr. McBride did not appear
until fifteen minutes before closing
time, and Ald. Hiltz and Controller
Maguire were last on the list. The
candidates spoke in the order in
which they had been nominated and
each was given ten minutes. The
crowd remained until all had spoken.
All the candidates had qualified be-
fore 8 o'clock yesterday afternoon.

Mayor Church.

Mayor Chunch made no attempt to
work up the meeting. He made his
statement to the’electors in a quiet,
direct way and was given a round
of applause when he had finished. He
entered the fight for the mayorality,
he said, six years ago for the purpose
of having a hand in cleaning up the
transportaftion situation - of Toronto
and would be prepared to retire after
seeing his. purpose brought .to a suc-
cessful conclusion. The big deal now

‘beforée the electors and the purchase

of the Toronto Street Railway ' next
fall would wind it up. The clean-up,
he said, would not have been possi-
ble but for the fight that was made
some years ago against increased
fares. and the T.S.R. purchase &nd
the T. & N. nchisé - grab. These
concerns, afterf séeing that they had
fio future in Toronto, had decided to
quit the field.

The clean-up deal he characterized
as the largest in the ‘history jof muni-
cipal corporations. If carried thru,
Toronto would be in a position to bid
for industries and would become a
hive of industry. The consummation
of this deal would be the  greatest
thing possible for North Toronto. It
would solve the transportation prob-
létns of North Toronto.

Next year, said the mayor, would be a
critical one in the history of Toronto, and
should be a year of retrenchment and
economy. The financing of the purchase
of the Toronto Railway made an economic
policy necessary. An economy could b~
effected by co-ordinating the building de-
partments of all the outside boardg.¢
