Los Angeles, Cal., Jan 13—An mi sift, 
cessful attempt by Charles K. Hamilton, 
in a Curtiss bi plane to break Louis Paul- 
lian’s record for height and a cross-coun­
try trip by Paulhan for Aviation Field, 
twenty miles to the sea and return, were 
the events that held the attention of 40,- 
000 spectators at the aviation meet. Be­
cause Paulhan did not announce his intciv 
tion of making the flight, it was not offi­
cially recognized by the judges.

Hamilton started late in the day to ex­
cel Paulhan's record of 4,165 feet, made 
Wednesday. He rose 500 feet, remained 
aloft twelve minutes and then returned, 
for his engine did not work right. While 
Hamilton was up, Paulhan tried to make 
a speed record of the course for one lap, 
the only thing he has not been able to do 
at this meet. Not only, however, did he 
fall below Curtiss’ time, but tijs machine 
struck the ground, breaking one of thfe 
lower plane tips. /

One of the most important events of the 
day was an attempt by Lieutenant Paul 
Beck, U.S.A., signal corps, to drop a bag 
of ammunition into a measured space from 
a Curtis»' bi-plane, 250 feet in the air. 
This experiment was made at the request ) 
of Captain Bottoms, of the coast artllery. 
The idea was to find out whether it would 
be possible for an airship to drop bombs 
into gun-pits. Curtiss took Beck up to 
make' the test, but the effort was a par­
tial failure, because of engine trouble.
