BIG CROPS AND
PROSPERITY

(Montreal Gazette.)

Big crops and coming prosperity were
enthusiastically predicted for the Cana-
dian west yesterday by Geo. H. Shaw,
traffic manager of the Canadian Northern,
‘with headquarters at Winnipeg, who is
sponding a few days in Montreal on bus-
iness. Mr. Shaw is an old citizen of the
west, and thoroughly understands condi-
tions in that country. He has just re-
turned from a tour through Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, looking over
crop prospects, and the result of his trip
is that he considers the west will this
year have a real old-time harvest, where
forty bushels of wheat to the acre will
not be regarded as anything extraordi-

nary.

‘““There are 6,000,000 acres of land under

crop this year,” said Mr. Shaw, “and with
the crop as it looks to-day we should
have not less than 120,000,000 bushels of
wheat, of which approximately 105,000,
000 bushels will be available for export,
the remaining 15,000,000 bushels being re-
quired for seed and milling purposes for
home consumption.
_ “This sounds big,” said Mr. Shaw, “but
it is only figuring on a crop averaging 20
bushels an acre, which is less than the
average for many years past in Manitoba,
6o that there is every likelihood that the
crop will exceed estimates, tne more so
as a large percentage of the wheat has
been planted n virgin soil where forty
bushel crops are not regarded as out of
the ordinary. I have lived in the west
for ¥ years, and this is a real old-time
summer, with June rains and fair wea-
ther to succeed, which means that the
wheat will go ahead with little danger
from ruet, which has been the bane of
the farmers in wet seasons. But in a good
old-time season neither rust nor bugs make
much trouble, and that is the kind of
a season we are getting this year, so that
I regard the predictions of a 125,000,000
b'unhel crop as a really conservative es-
timate.”

There is still a good deal of last year’s
wheat in the west, the grain coming
out at the rate of about 100 carloads a
day during June. Reports received yes
terday by the C. P. R. here show that
during the week ending June 21, there

Taking the grain that has already been
shipped with that still available, it is
calculated that last year's crop amounted
to about 67,000,000 bushels of export
wheat, while about 13,000,000 els
were used for seed and home milling pur
poses, making a total crop of about 80,-
000,000 bushels.

The cotton market after opening at a
decline of 1 to 5 points and then making
a slight rally on a brief covering intervale
showed a downward tendency which cul-
minated in a net loss of 1 to 16 points.
In the afternoon a deliberate drive was
made against October which carried that
position down to 9.12 against 9.25 the
high point of the day and the closing of
Thursday. The bear contingent found the
market without support and while condi-
tions were not uniformly in their favory,
persistent though not large eelling, es-
pecially in the afternoon, was in evidence.

Disregard is paid to the fact that
the supply of manufactured goods whe-
ther in the hands of the cross road mer
chant, jobber or the manufacturer has
run to the low ebb, a condition calling
for goods faster than the demand could
be met, once the country becomes sat-
isfied with the political campaign now
pending, and it is the opinion of not a
few that with or without the consent of
any political issue the usual political posi-
tion is bound to improve on the
crops of grain and cotton, and with cap-
ital already becoming restless, want of
something to do. Meanwhile the price
of cotton is more than 3 cents under
what it was a year ago.

Earnings Equal to 13 Per Cent.

This is equal to a decrease
of 13 per cent., and contrasts with an
increase of ten per cent. in 1907 over the
year 1906.
