The prorogation speech was as follows:

“It affords me much pleasure to express
my appreciation of the diligence with
which you have applied yourselves to the
performance of your legislative duties dur-
ing the session now about to close. I trust
that the many important measures which
have engaged ydur attention will result
in adding materially to the progress and
prosperity of the provinces. \

“] thank you for the supplies which
you have voted for public works and the
other usual services. In relieving you

from your labors, I sincerely trust that the
blessings of Providence may rest bounte-
ously upon you in the discharge of your
ordinary avocations as well as upon the
people whom you represent and you car-
ry with you my best wishes for your pros-
perity and happiness.”

The legislature sat until two o’clock this
morning, and finished up business. The
report of the privileges committee on the
Restigouche election case, which was a un-
animous one, recommends some slight
changes in the election law. It passed the
house without division or debate, and the
changes suggested were embodied in a bill
which was introduced by Premier Pugs-
ley and passed.

Before separating the members joined in
singing Auld Lang Syne and the National
Anthem.
