The fifteenth Annual Dog Show of 

the New Brunswick Kennel Club, 
which opens on September 3, in the 
Agricultural Hall at the exhibition will 
continue for three days and it is be­
lieved will have some of the finest 

I specimens of canine breeds in the east. 
' The kennel show at the Toronto Ex­
hibition this year is not being conduc­
ted with the sanction of the Canadian 
Kennel Club, and owners of fine dogs, 
anxious to advance their pets towards 
the champion class are expected tq 
send their prize winners to St. John. 
Entries will close the end of this week. 
The judge at the St. John dog show 
will be George Steadman Thomas, of 
Hamilton, Mass., now on his way 
out from the big shows in the 
Old Country, who is considered a ca­
pable .judge of dog flesh on both sides 
of the water.

A fine array of trophies has been 
obtained by the New Brunswick Ken­
nel Club and for every winner in the 
thirty breeds there will tie a silver 
cup. Besides these trophies there will 
be a handsome cup donated by the 
president for the best dog in the show 
and a vice-president’s cup for the best

St. John is known as a great base­
ball city and rivalry was as keen in 
the eighty’s when the Nationals, 
Shamrocks and Imperials played, as it 
is now. In the year 1890 the struggle 
for supremacy was between the Im­
perials, a west side aggregation of 
players, and the Nationals, the former 
winning the series and championship 
for that year.

The account of the game will he 
read with interest by many of the old 
time fans, who will be able to fight 
tlie battle over again. This game was 

„■ played in September and was umpired 
by E. Pond of Boston; the scorers 
were F.. F. Griffiths for the Imperials 
and T. Tierney for the Nationals and 
the time of the game was two hours.

Following is a report of the game 
as published at the time:—

The decisive game of the series 
played this season between the Im­
perials of Car let on and the Nationals 
of this city took place on the Barrack 
Green yesterday afternoon. The Na­
tional nine was strengthened by the 
addition of Fleming and Warlock at 
the second base and short stop, re­
spectively. When the game- commenced 
a crowd of spectators that must have 
numbered at least two thousand were 
grouped in vast masses and swathes 
on all sides of the field. Hundreds of 
impecunious spectators roosted on the 
fences and the earth work behind it, 
and all cheered lustily for their fav­
orites as the game proceeded.

The Nationals went to bat first. 
Barker scored a run on a high throw 
and fumble by the Imperials. Warlock 
got to first but encountered the ball 
at second. Carter and Fleming went 
out on strikes.

Imperials—Smith and Low retired at 
first and Thompsen went out on 
strikes.

In the second inning Wilson, Dor- 
mfin and Bell, of the Nationals, swip­
ed the air without effect.

Imperials—Wilson went out on 
strikes, first was too distant for Bel­
yea and Kingston perished attempting 
to get home on Olive’s wild hit to 
pitcher.

None of the Nationals reached first 
In the third.

The Imperials* next turn at bat put 
a new look on the face of things. 
Steady hitting by Belyea, Olive, Allen, 
Smith and Thompson, aided by num­
erous errors brought the score up to 
four;

In the next Inning for the Nationals 
IT Warlock made a two base hit and trot­

ted home on a passed ball, leaving 
■Wilson on second. Belyea distinguished 
himself In this inning by catching out 
two players, Dorman and Carter, on 
strikes. Fleming filed out to Smith. 
Tie Scores

The score remained at 4-2 until the 
seventh Inning. In this session Bell 
for the Nationals led off with a fly 
to Smith and Flaglor. retired at first. 
Assisted by extensive fumbling, Cran­
dall and Barker rounded the diamond. 
The arrival of the latter, tleing the 
game, was greeted with tremendous 
applause on the part of the crowd as 
though a great national calamity had 
been averted. But the Imperials went 
Into action and placed a comprehensive 
damper on the enthusiasm. Olive got 
to first on a grounder fumbled by 
Flaglor, stole second and reached home 
on a fine hit by Noonan to left. Allen 
hit first and followed Noonan home on 
Smith’s three bagger over first base, 
the latter reaching home on a passed 
ball. Score 8-4 In favor of Imperials.

Individual playing does not require 
more than a passing notice. Belyea’s 
play behind the plate was faultless, 
and that of Barker in the same posi­
tion scarcely inferior. The pitching on 
both sides was very fine. Warlock’s 
play at short was excellent. Olive 
filled first position with credit, as did 
likewise Flaglor for the Nationals.
