{ kept many people from attending but the
church was well filled and those present
were greatly impréssed with the preacher’s
remarksa. e

Dr. MacVicar first referred to the pleas-
ure of seeing childrén playing even in the
streets and particularly mentioned the
merry faces of the children in Japan and
Chin." He spoke very earnestly of child
life, first when the darker side was pre-
sented and then of the lighter side.

Some peoplé had ‘said that there were
no neglected children in 8t. John but it
was only necessary for these people to go
about with their eyes open and they would
soon learn differently. He spoke of the
early ideas of correcting faults in children
by building reformatories and houses of
correction for those convicted of crime.
This he thought''was a great mistake for
in many cases the children were hardly.to
blame as they were doing things which,
if not actually taught them, were merely
imitations of what they had seen their
elders doing, "

Dr. MacVicar told of many instances
where cHildreén™Who on account of lack
of home ‘training and becatise their par-
ents were jrrespomsible, had not a proper
start in life. “If we are looking forward
to a greater St. John,” said the speaker,
“we should at onhce take hold of the prob-
lem of providing a proper training for the
children whoge parents will not assume the
responsibility of properly bringing up their
children. We cannot delay in getting
passed legislation that will cause these
children to be cared for.”

He referred to reformdtories as in many
cases being considered simply as jails by

4 the boys, but he thought that the boys

should be given more liberty amd more
reliance -placed on their honor. He be-
lieved that the Boys’ Industrial Home at
East St. John was a fine example of what
a reformatory should be and he was great-
ly pleased with, the results of the system
there.

The new ideas of child training were re-
sponsible for the doing away with many
of these houdes of correction and the sense
of honor was being developed in children,
convicted of crime.

Dr. MacVicar spoke of many cases of
children’s crimes, which had come to his
notice, and in almost every instance it was
believed that had the children been prop-
erly trained and had their sense of honor
been developed the crimes would not have
taken place.

Referring to the bright side of the pic-
ture of childhood, Dr. MacVicar spoke of
the spirit of play, which was present in
all children, and he believed that this wes
in need of development. The love of play
should be present in all human beings and
he spoke particularly of the good derived
from games and athletic contests. Foot-
ball, baseball and other gimes helped to
round out the muscles as well as to teach
one to act and think quickly and also to
control himself.

In -conclusion, he said that there was
need of deeds as well as prayers in order
to bring about the necessary conditions
under which neglected children would be

properly trained.

CANADA'S REVENUE A RECORD

But Berden Has Thrown Promises
" Aside and Made Great Increase in
. Expenditures

Ottawa, Jafi. 12—Canada’s revenue for
three-quarter of the current fiscal year up
to the end of December has been $124,577,-
556, an increase of $25,085,609 or nearly
26 per cent., as;compared with the corres-
ponding nine months of 1911.

If the same rate of increase is maintain-
ed for the next three months the total
revende for the year will, it is estimated,
pass “$170,000,000 mark.

The increase has, of course, been largely
ir customs revenue, which for the nime
months has totalled $84,747,008, an increase
of $20,643,019.

Excise revenue hag totalled $16,198,474,
a» increase of nearly $2,000,000. Post office
revenue shows a gain of $1,100,000.

The revenue for last month totalled $14,-
142,180, an increase of $2,546,081 over the
preceding December.

The expenditure, also, shows a consider-
able increase, under .the new administra-
tion. ¥or the nine months the expendi-
ivre on revenue account totalled $67,001,-
575, a jump of $12,697,704 over the corres-
ponding period of 1911. Tt is by far the
largest jump in ordinary expenditure for
any nine months in the history of the
dominion and certainly does not jibe'with
Premier Borden’s pre-election promises of
economic reforms that would reduce
‘‘wasteful” Liberal expenditures by $10,-
000,000.

On capital account the outlay for the
nine months has been $22,670,103, an in-
crease of $3,626,749.

The net debt of the dominion at the end
of the year stood at $304,194,456, a decrease
of a little over $9,000,000 during 1912,

"There is to be no abandonment of food
taxes, says the Pall Mall Gazette.

Food taxes are to be relegated to a sec-
ond election, says the Daily Telegraph,
which invented this alternative to the now
discarded referendum.

The immediate outcome is the dropping
of food taxes and the definite postpone-
ment of Imperial preference, says the
Birmingham Post, which is credited with
speaking the mind of the Chamberlainites
