presence of a tombstone in the little 
Dutch village of Pluckemin, N. J., in the 
foothills of the Orange Mountains, bear­
ing an inscription to the effect that it 
was erected over the grave of Lieut., the 
Hon. William Leslie, of the 17th British 
regiment, second son of the sixth Earl of 
Leven and Melville, and who fell at the 
battle of Princeton on January 3, 1777, 
aged twenty-six; also an intimation that 
his tombstone was erected by “his friend 
Benjamin Kush, M.D.,.of Philadelphia, as 
a mark of his esteem for his worth, and 
his respect for his noble family.”

George Washington, about to retire to 
winter quarters at Morristown, If. J., capr 
,ried the wounded soldier along with him 
after the battle of Princeton, and whefi 
the young lieutenant died en route, buried 
him with military honors in the grave­
yard of the village of Pluckemin, being 
present at the interment. This lieutenant 
was a great-great-great-uncle of the pres­
ent Earl of Leven and of Melville. Dr. 
Rush was a well-known surgeon general of 
the revolutionary army, and’ a signer of 
the Declaration of Independence. Rush 
Medical College, at Chicago, Ill., is named 
after him.

Williams, Deacon & Co., succeeded to the 
business of the great firm of Williams, 
Deacon, Labouchere, Thornton & Co., 
which played a very important role in in­
ternational finance during the early years 
of Queen Victoria’s reign. Lord Leven’s 
father was often in the United States in 
connection with his banking business, and 
was best man at the wedding of Consuelo 
Yznaga to the late Duke of Manchester.

The present Lord Leven’s grandfather, 
the eleventh Earl, married thé daughter of 
Henry Thornton, M.P. A friend of Wilber- 
force, Thackeray, Macaulay, and Gladstone 
in his younger years. Indeed, the Thorn­
ton villa at Clapham, so graphically por­
trayed by Lord Beaconsfièld in the open­
ing chapters of the novel left unfinished 
at his death, was the headquarters of that 
society of wealthy pietists constituting the 
pillars of the Exeter Hall School, who led 
the abolition movement in England’, and 
who for a time exercised a most powerful 
influence upon English politics. 
Thornton’s “Family Prayers,” proved a 
source of large

Lord Leven’s family is a very ancient 
one, and “Melville” besides being one of 
its titles, is also its patronymic. The 
Melvilles flourished in the reign of David 
I., of William the Lion, and of Malcolm 
IV., one of them being the latter’s lord 
justiciary of Scotland. The first Lord Mel­
ville of the present creation was the am­
bassador sent by James VI. of Scotland 
to England in 1587, to plead with Queen 
Elizabeth for the life of his mother, Mary 
Queen of Scots. The fourth Lord Melville 
was raised to an earldom by William III., 
and married the grandadughter of Sir 
Alexander Leslie, who was one of the 
greatest generals of his time and who, af­
ter having been appointed by King Gus- 
tavus Adolphus field marshal of his army 
for hia many victories in the Thirty Years 
War, was created Lord Balgony and Earl 
of Leven, by Charles I. The earldom was 
made transmissible in the female as well 
as in the male line, and on the death 
of the second Leslie Earl of Leven without 
male issue, his honors passed to the sec­
ond Earl of Melville, since which time 
the two earldoms have always been unit-

Sir Schomberg Macdonnell, who is a 
younger brother of the Earl of Antrim, 
succeeded Lord Esher as secretary of the 
department of works, an office which has 
the advantage of bringing its holder into 
constant touch with the royal family, 
since he has, by virtue of his office, charge 
of all their palaces and parks, and all al­
terations, repairs, etc., have to be referred 
to him. He was long the private secre­
tary of the late Lord Salisbury, when the 
latter was premier, and was granted leave 
by his chief to take part in the South 
African war.

MR. EMERY’S LECTURE
Last evening in the Natural History 

Society rooms, M. H. Emery gave a lec­
ture on the “Science of being a pupil.” 
He treated hie subject in a somewhat re­
ligious manner, and outlined in a clear 
and telling way the many requisites, both 
material and spiritual, that a pupil muet 
have before responding fully to the train­
ing of the teacher. As well ae receiving, 
the pupil must give in many ways, and 
that only of the beet that ie in him.

He should be in a 
position to respect and trust his teacher. 
After each lesson, if the full benefit was 
to be derived from it, the pupil should 
ponder it and let each lesson sink well 
into his heart. Inattention, ^Ir. Emery 
said, is selfishness, and reacts on the per­
son himself.

“When the brain and fingers and 
nerves refuse to combine in harmony, go 
to work with nature and restore the dis­
turbed balance.

“Reading and painting both have a huge 
influence upon music. Let the pupil’s ap­
preciation of these be fit and proper.”

Mr. Emery then discussed the more ad­
vanced state of a pupil when he had ar­
rived at the stage of giving recitals, at 
the same time making some critical an­
alysis of the music of Bach, Beethoven 
and Chopin and the pupils’ rendering of 
those masters.

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Lord Leven, who will arrive today in 
New York- from England on board the 

‘ Lusitania for his first visit to that coun- 
' try, where his father was so widely 

z known and had so many friends, is what 
may be described as a double earl, being 
not only the fourteenth Earl of Leven, 
but also the eleventh Earl of Melville, be­
sides which he has a number of minor 
honors. He is twenty-six years of age, 
has been elected a representative peer of 
Scotland, is unmarried, very rich indeed, 
and came rather prominently before the 
public some time ago through his present­
ation of some $150,000 to the late king for 
use in the arrangement of a chapel for 
the Knights of the Scottish Order of the 
Thistle, in the Cathelral of St. Giles, at 
Edinburgh.

Lord Leven while at college distinguish­
ed himself as a steeplechaser, and now, 

; although he holds a commission in the 
cavalry of the Territorial forces, is a bank­
er, like his father and grandfather before 
him. Indeed, the eleventh Earl of Leven 
was so much of a business man, that he 
actually went to the length of disinherit­
ing his youngest eon, the Hon. Norman 
MelviUe, for sending his boy to the Uni­
versity of Cambridge, “whereby the prob­
ability of his becoming fitted for. business 
had decreased.”

The banking houses in which Lord Leven 
ie the principal partner are those of Mel­
ville, Evans, Fickfis & Co., and of Wil­
liams, Deacon & Co., which have a very 
large American connection. The firm of
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
