Hopewell Cape, Sept. 7—Evidence in the 
Connolly manslaughter case was all in by 
4 o'clock this afternoon and court adjourn­
ed until 10 o'clock tomorrow, when the 
address to the jury will begin.

Thirteëfi VrttnessbS in all were examined, 
four being for the defence. Connolly went 
on'the stand, m his own behalf as the fast 
witness this afternoon, giving his story of 
the part he played in the unfortunate oc­
currence at the McDonald farm. The 
witnesses for the crowyi were Blair Magee, 
Mrs. Ward Beechin, Jeanette Powers, Mrs. 
Annie Mclsaac, Mrs. May Rae, Harvey 
Power, David Power, Frank Mitton, and 
Ward Beechin. The testimony was prac­
tically that given at the preliminary ex­
amination, telling of the row between 
Connolly and Mrs. Beechin and of Connol­
ly striking Powers when the latter came 
to him and took bold of his arm asking 
him to go home.

Mr. Fowler, in opening the case for the 
defence, claimed that Powers’ death was 
not the result of the blow by the accused. 
Neither did the blow necessarily lead up 
to it. Powers, the defence contended, 
after going off the veranda, might have 
slipped on the grass and fallen, causing the 
dislocation. There was nothing the counsel 
for the defence contended, to show direct 
connection between Connolly’s blow, if 
blow there was, and the death of the vic­
tim.
