The countries are Argentina, Colum­
bia, Norway, Russia, Spain, Sweden, 
Switzerland and Venezuela and the 
dates of the treaties are mostly a hun­
dred years ago and the most recent 
being in 1866.

Senator Beaubien showed how the 
treaties militated against Canada, im­
ports from the above countries being 
immensely greater than exports to 
them from Canada.
