REPRIEVE COMES TO MURDERERS
ON THE GALLOWS,

The Nooses Were Abont Their Necks,
the Last Prayer Had Been Said, the
Sheriff Stood Ready for the Final
Act When the Governor’s Messenger
Arrived in Haste.
CoLumeia, 8. C., Aug. 14.—David Jac-
obs and Mrs. Mary Johnson, who were
sentenced to be hanged at Chesterfield
to-day for the murder of William John-
son, the woman’s husband, were respit-
ed by the Governor, after they had ta-
ken their places on the death trap, and
the nooses had been adjusted.

The“town was crowded with people.
The culprits, while protesting their inno-
cence, made all preparations for death,
although they looked for a reprieve up
to noon.

At 1 o'clock they were led out to the
gallows. - They were calm and:seemed
to. have nerved themselves for the or-
deal. Without any unnecessary delay
they were placed upon. the trap, their
arms and legs pinioned, and the ropes
adjusted. :

They were then asked if they desired
to make any nt. Jacobs replied
that he had made his statement twice
in court, that it was the only statement
he had to make, and he did not care to
repeat it. Mrs, Johnson said that -she
told the truth all the time and was not
guilty ; that people had “sworn lies on
her,” and brought her where she was.
The last prayer had been finished by
their spiritual adviser, farewells had
been said, and Sheriff Douglass was
about to step aside to pull the spring.
when suddenly a strange man made his
appearance,

He was Mr. Tompkins, the Governor’s
private secretary, who had been sent as
& special 'messenger to bear the re-
prieve, which was handed to the sheriff,
who read it. .

Up to this time, almost no emotion
bad been shown by either prisoner. The
woman’s stolidity now gave way, and
she became hysterical. Jacobs, al-
though excited, did not yield to his
feelings.

The crowd in the 1inclosure loudly
murmured over the disappointment,
but the two figures on the gallows utter-
ed not a word. The black caps were
guickly removed, the .nooses slipped
from around their necks, the cords which
bound their legs and arms cut loose, and
the culprits were quietly taken back to
their cells.

The Gladstonian Majority—Parnell in
the Highest Spirits.

LoxpoN, Aug. 17.—The Unionists have
been in the highest spirits ever since
the declaration of the poll at Walsall,
wheieby the Gladstonian majority is re-
duced by about 1100, and even the lead-
ing Liberal papers accept the defeat with-
out indicating the causes which led to it.

The election was not fought on broad
political issues: it was simply a ques-
tion of the popularity of the two candi-
dates, and in this James the Tory had
an immense advantage over Alderman
Holden the Liberal.

James is a genial old chap of fine re-
putation, who has won the friendship of
al his fellow townsmen. He has done a
great deal for the town, and he was in-
variably the staunch friend of the dis-
tressed, took a leading part in all muni-
cipal work, and devoted time and money
in all worthy causes. So great was his
popularity that many known Liberals
lent him carriages for the polling day
and voted for him out of personal re-
gard. .

Then, again,Walsall isin the Birming-
ham district, where the Chamberlain
interest is still paramount, and this was
a great advan! on the Tory side.
Considering all the disadvantages un-
der which Alderman Holden labored it
is only remarkable that he did nctlose
the seat.

Now the attention of politicians is di-
récted to Lewisham, where all the ad-
vantages are on the Gladstonian side.
Their candidate, Mr. Warmington, is as
popular among the electors as was Mr.
James at Walsall. Moreover the Tories
have been quarrelling among themsel-
ves. There is, but little enthusiasm
among them, and though the seat isa
Tory stronghold the Gladstonians are
confident of making a much better
showing now than at the last election.
