JOHN FREDERICK YOUNG—THE HERO.

CENTRE OF A CYCLONE.

CAPTAIN LEARY WRITES ABOUT
HIS EXPERIENCES IN A STORM. *

While in the Very Centre of the Cye«
clone He has Time to Pat His Ship
in Order, and This is What Saved
the Crew—A Poiuter for Meteorolog-
ists,

Captain Leary, of the ship Honolulu,
in writing to the owners of that vessel,
here, Messrs, . Wm. Thomson & Co.,
from Hiogo, Japan, encloses some ex-
tracts from his logbook, which-give a
very interesting account of a passage
through a cyclone, in eastern waters
Following are the extracts from the log,
the first entry in which is made off the
Loochoo Islands on the 20th of Septem-
ber. The vessel had then experienced &
gale since the day before, but one of a
moderate nature  as  compared
with the cyclone which followed.
Bept 20th 1890—This gale may be said
to have commenced yesterday at 8 p.m,,
when the barometer, which has been
low for the past two days, (29. 67)at
noon of the 19th and moor patricularly
about sunrise, a dense bank of clouds
was  discernible to the eastward.
There was a heavy swell from that direc-
tion. After passing through the strait
(could not fetch north of the Island,)
we had to crowd on all sail to getan
offing to the south east, and in so doing
we will, the sooner perhaps run into the
storm, which ie rapidly approaching.

At 1 a. m. this day (20th) it is blow-
ing a terrific gale from the N. W. and
is very squally, barometer 29,25.

3p.m., the wind is blowing with
greater violence and is accompanied by
a highseafrom the N. N, W. The

ing 20.40, having risen one inch since
yesterday.

23rd., Observations show that we were
carried much forther south and west
than we expected, and yesterday at noon
could not have been more than 135 miles
from Cape Yakimu, south side of Okma-
wa, lat. 25,656 N., lon,, 12812 E, We
must have made a 8. W. by W., drift of
140 miles and was closer tothe Loochoos
than I thought. This again accounts for
the birds and insects in the centre of the
storm, the radius covering a portion or
the whole of the Loochoo Islands.

“Whatever, meteorologists may say
or claim about the centre ofa cyclone,’
writes Capt. Leary, “We had a pretty
good time within this one. It gave us
an opportunity to pump the ship, and
make a rapid clearing up. It was to us
like a sheltered side of a hedge.”

The next entry in the log relates how
the weather moderated in a short time.
Nothing of any consequence happened
on the remainder of the voyage.

hand. The heavens during last evening
underwent a peculiar and unusual
change. Olive green, gilvery yellow and
a variety of colors were to be seen, and
gave the sky a decidedly stormy appear-
ance.

2 a. m, (20th.) Laid to on the port tack
and lost half of our main topsail in en-
deavoring to takeit in. The wind still
continues from the same quarter (N. W,)
and is still squally. Itis blowing with
hurricane force. Lost the only sail set,
the lower main topsail. There was no
use in attempting to take it in.

About 7 am., the wind moderated
considerably but in three hours it was
blowing with renewed fury from N. by
E. The barometer was at 28:84 and
fluctuating, until 11 a.m., when, during
that hour, it fell to 28:73, where it
stopped, but was quite agitated. The
wind blew uniil twelve o’clock, when its
force seemed to be spent. A hollow,
rumbling noise is audible during the
gale and is extremely distressing to
hear. The sea does not seem to corres-
pond in violence with-the wind, and al-
though during the squalls there is
quite a rainfall, yet there is not as
much rain as mignt be expected. We
have been using oil bags to some advan-
tage since 10 last night. During a
lul! between 7 and 10 a.m. the sun showed
a few times and the clouds separated
as if we were in the centre of a depres-
sion. Such however, was not the case.
To the N.E. and around to the eastward
there is noticeable' a dense mass of
clouds, apparently not far off, from which
fragments of clouds are being separated
and flying to the southward. The
atmosphere has been sultry all through
the day remaining at abont 84°., At
noon the barometer was 2875 ; at 2 p. m.
28. 70 ; at 3 p. m., 28.15 ; at 4 p. m., 28.60,
but at five it ceased falling but was
fluctuating nearly 1-10—4 to 6. The
wind is N.E. by E. and blowing fearfully
but I think we have had the lowest
pressure. * * * * * *

6 a. m., (21st.). From midnight to the
present hour everything on deck has
been getting loose so I decided to cut
away the topgallant masts, which we
commenced to doat 7 a.m. I really
thought the ship would founder. It was
impossible to work at the pumps, nor
even could the water inthe well be as-
certained, as the decks were full to the
rails. All on board thought she would
not live much longer. At noon we got
clear of the top-gallantmasts, but in so
doing some other damage was dome.
The wreck, in falling, struck the star-
hoard braces, which rendered it neces-
sary to cut them away. Some furled
sails were also torn by the falling spirs.
During this time the tempest had sud-
denly ceased, and we were in the centre
of the cyclone. In this area there
were multitudes of landbirds of
ever variety, and swarms of locusts
collected, no doubt to seek the protection
of the calm centre. The barometer at
noon was 28.55. We got clear of all the
wreck and made ready to again weather
the cyclone, into which we well knew
we would soon be again. We pumped
the vessel out and found 30 inches in
her, not much considering what we
have passed through.

From noon to 5.30 p. m. there was a
light breeze, chiefly from the north, and
confused seas. Soon after five the wind
came on from W. 8. W., rapidly increas-
ing in violence and at 9 p. m. was blow-
ing with as great fury as ever before dlur-
ing the cyclone. There was the same
dangerous sea and howling, whistling
noise as before.

22nd—The storm commenced to lull at
4 a. m., the barometer at tnat hour show-

lifts him in his arms, and signals to the

carelessness or oversight, the rope has
been allowed to slip from the hands of
those to whom it was entrusted, and the
swimmer’s call for help falls in vain upon
the ears of the assembled crowd that line
the embankment.

Efforts are made to launch a boat and
put out for the rescue of the braye young
man who still gallantly struggles with
his helpless burden. A dory is launched
but instantly sinks. A boat is obtained
but is smashed against the wharf. Other
efforts are put forth, but no hand is
strong enough, no plan is wise enough,
no expedientis successful in reachlng
the young hero who for nearly an hour,
is tossed and battered by the waves of
the bay until, utterly exhausted by the
hopless struggle and depairing of help
from the excited and witless crowd on
the bank, he goes down beneath the
sea.

It was a brave attempt—the quick
perception of help wanted, the unhesitat-
ing resolve to do what he could, the
wide presence of mind that thought
of the life-buoy, the noble pluck with
which be sprung at the risk of his life
into the water, the heroic struggle to
reach and save the object of his atten-
tion, the persistent battle with death for
one long hour that must have seemed as
a day. There is something so splendid
about that young man’s self-sacrifice that
it robs his death of much of its sadness,
and whilst the tears of his friends must
flow because of their loss, I am sure there
is in their hearts a deep gratitude to God
that their beloved’s death was met in
the noble effort to save a fellow’s life.

0. Raymond at St. Mary’s, Rev. G. Shore
at Carleton Presbyterian church, Rev.
Canon Brigstocke at Trinity all made
feeling references to the sad death of the
hero, and all united in paying the high-
est tributes of praise to his mnoble and
self sacrificing conduct.
