TO APPLY FOR AN INJUNCTION

An Expregsman Who Claims That His
Business is Injured by the Cars.

Robert L. Foster, an expressman, has
given notice that on Thursday he will
apply to the Supreme Court for an in-
junction to prevent the Victoria FElec-
iric railway and Hghting company from
running their cars on Niagara street and
also to restrain them from supplying
light to private citizens. In his prayer
for the injunetion, he sets forth that he
is an ‘expressman and  his business is
injured by the cams. He contends that
the corporation did neot have the power
to grant the company permission to run
their cars on Niagara street- when they
did so and further that thé corporation
did nof have the power to give the com-
pany a franchise to supply light. Mes-
'srs. Eberts & Taylor are the solicitors
for the petitioner.

The Viectoria. Eleetric * railway and
lighting company is a purely local con-
cern, the - shares being held by nearly
200 dtuens of Victoria. The company
has just negotiated a’ lean of $500,000,
the money now being on the way to Vic-
toria. This large amount is to be used
by the company in' exfending and im-
proving their street car and eleetric light-
ing services, principally the former. The
work wilk be commenced as soon as the
weather permits, thus giving employment
to many of the ‘men now out of work.
