Frankiy
speaking, T do not belleve that even
the powers of the Hydro 1
Commission can break up organized
plabor either in the Niagara penin
sula or any part of th province
but I do know that If the present
policy is continued it will ultl-
mately lead to very seribus conflict.

In the name of common sense I
appeal to you, as chalrman of the
commission, at this time to care-
fully review the steps that are heing
taken towards .organized labor on
this work and to immediately use
your power and influence to the enld
that organized workess shall be
given ordinary privileges to establish
and carry on their organization in
the usual manner and without undue
interference from your commission.

We are maintaining only our nor-
mal force at night and day watch-
men on this work, and the practice
is to swear these men In as special
constables for the twd-fold purpose
of handling disorderly or law-break-
ing individuals on the work and for
checking the traffic in liguor, and
it requires constant ‘watchfulness
especially in the foreign camps.

My information is plainly to the
effect that no watclgman in the
employ of the Commission has ever
threatened a business agent with
arrest, either unde- instructions or
upon his own indtiative,
