JUDGSHIP FOR WINNIPE—G K. C.

Well-Known Layy/en/’z&prIhféd to
Court of Kings Bench of Manitoba.

Winnipeg, Dec. 31.—The government
proclaimed to-day, by order #n council,
the act creating an additional judge on
the Court of Kings bench of Manitoba.
This proclamation means the final step
toward the appointinernt of John Don-
ald Cameron, K, C, of Winnipeg, a
Judge of the Court of Kings bench of
Manitoba, which it has been well
known has been made for some time
by the Dominion government pgnding
the putting in force of the act by the
Manitoba government. B

The new judge is oné of the best
known figures in the public life and tne
bar of Western Canada. He was born
in the County of Oxford and educated
at Toronto, from which he graduated
with distinguished honors. He studied
law in Ontario, where he was called to
the bar. He came, to Manitoba in 1882
and soon became prominent in legal
practice and in poliffcs. He entered
the local legislature as member. for
South Winnipeg and was Provincial
secretary and subsequently attorney-
general in the Greenway administra-

tion, with whom he went down to de-
feat.

To amend Section 7 of twe sald Act of
1873 to authorize the conducting of water
over and across the lands of the Crown
and of the lands of the Esauimalt Water-
works Company at Goldstream or in
Bsquimalt, and to construct necessary
works for conducting such water across,
over, or under any conduit or pipe or
other work of such Company;
