Toward the close of
the match excitement ran high and
became -intense wheql man after man
went to the -wicket with but a few
runs to get to win.| A mighty cheer
was turned loose when Hubble finally
bowled Gardiner for| one. White, the
jast man, being absent through busi-
ness, the innings closed and Vernon
won 8 well earned |victory. Of the
bowlers, S. Hubble for Vernon earned
credit with 7 for 54, while for the Al-
bions, Trimen got 5 for 20 and Men-
zies, 11 for 36, including the hat trick.
The best Albion score was 41, made
by Briggs in the se1‘zond innings.
Victoria vs.| Portland.
Victoria scored an easy win against
Portland, making 2&1‘9 in the first in-
nings, while in two ftrys Portland suc-
ceeded in getting ctly 90. Gooch,
with 6 for 17, and ;F;k, with 8 for 10,
were responsible for [the collapse in the
first innings, while Meredith obtained
9 for 32 and Barnagle 1 for 21 in the
second. The three first named bowlers
were ' practically unplayable, Gooch
being especially so, his curly balls
holding up every batsman of the Port-
land side that was called upon to
face them. An instance of his bowling
was shown in his retirement of Blake-
1y, whose bails were| tipped by a dandy
leg break. As he retired to the pavil-
jon, Blakely exclaimed, “I thought it
was a wide.” The honor of the tour-
nament, however, so far goes to H.
Gillespie, who yesterday continued his
122 (not out), and‘attér lunch and
completed his innings being the last
man out for the handsome score of 143,
which is the third highest score made
in Victoria in tournament cricket, the
others being by Rhodes, ‘who holds the
record with 170, while Cobbett holds
the record for th hospital ground
with, 166 made twg‘ vears ago.:  The

three Victorian batsmen who settled
matters for the winners were Gil-
lespie, Barnacle and Meredith. The
partnership between Gillespie and
Barnacle was responsible for 71. runs
and that of Gillespie and Meredith for
77. ~ Victoria so far has not been beaten
in ‘which position the local men are on
a par with. Vancouver. The Portland
men tried the whole bowling strength
of their team, the best of whom was
Laurence, who secured 5 for 52. Greig
and Bailey got twa each and Fenwick
and Warren bowled unsuccessfully
having 82 runs. hit off them.

GARRISON’S OPPONENTS
MAKE GARRISON FINISH

Burrard Makes 118 Runs in 57
Minutes for Two Wickets
Down.

When the Burrard and  Garrison
teams went in to tea at the Garrison
grounds at 4 o’clock yesterday after-
noon with the Garrison pldying its
second innings with only one wicket
down and 49 runs in the lead, both
players and spectators thought that
the soldiers had a sure thing of it.
The splendid bowling of Willilamson
and Askey, against Burrard, had kept
the latter team down to 74 runs in their
first innéngs against the Garrison’s 93,
which gave the soldiers,a starter of
19 points, when they went in: to bat
again at 3:30.

Corp. A. Thomas, whose batting was
a feature of the Garrison’s innings
both. Tuesday and yesterday, got 26,
before he was caught at slip by
Clarence. Askey was doing well and
had secured 10 by good hard hitting
when he was given out L. B: W. on a
ball from Shotton. Robertson, Wil-
liamson, Isbister and Bennett all
reached double figures by good steady
batting and when the side was retired
at 5:30 o’clock the soldiers had run up
97 runs, making a total for their two
innings of 190.

It seemed next to impossible that
Burrard would be able to make ithe
117 runs which were required to beat
the soldiers, with only an hour left to
play, but this they did, thanks largely
to the splendid work of B. Rhodes and
‘W. Shotton. Rhodes made 62 runs. He
made three sixes, sending the ball on
the first drivée over the right screen
at the far end of the field, the second
over the picket fence, and the third
for a smashing hit over the dressing
room. Shotton also batted splendidly,
making 32 (not out), and E. Clarence
batted consistently for 17.

Rhodes was caught out. by Warder
at 27 minutes after 6, just after Shot-
ton had ticked off the one hundred and
eighteenth ‘run. This gave them the
game by 2 runs and 8 wickets.

At the hospital_ground this morning
Vernon won the toss and with ten men
only present hit up 52 and then retired
four of the best Victorian batsmen for
16 runs. Gillespie; who- yesterday hit
up nearly a century and a . half, was
this morning the victim of Hubble, who
made a magnificent catch off his own
bowling and retired the clever batsman
before he had scored, Not to be outdone
by his clab mate, Morrell did the same
thing with Martin, who had made five,
and with the help of Tye had carried
the score to 13. Without any alteration
from the hoodoo number Hubble clean
bowled Tye, who had made seven, Bar-
nacle then went in to stop thé rout. He
took all kinds: of care that he would not
succumb . to carelessness, and played
two- balls from-Morrell before he was
given out, Lb.w., in trying to cut an
off ball, The brothers Tye then got to-
gether, and at lunch had one single
each. Morrell had 2 for 6 and Hubble 2
for 9. Gillespie’s “accident” brings him
down from top batting  average into
second place. Of the Vernon -score the
only man who could play Geoch and
York ‘was Clayton, who treated both
bowlers alike until Gooch disturbed, his
stumps, when his score stood at-29.
Gooch secured 3 for 14 and York 5 for 33,
while' one man was run out and the
Vernon last man was absent.

Burrard against Seattle at lunch had
completed their first innings and hit
up 115, of which Rhodes was responsi-
ble for 60. The others went down in
quick order to the bowling of :Gandy,
who secured 7 for 54, The other double
figures were Smith 13 and Page 10, both
bowled by Gandy.

Hubble bowled
up and caught and bowled Gillespie
for a duck off the second ball effect-
ing a fast and brilliant lefthand catch
close to the .ground, and the man who
made nearly a century and a half
without giving a chance yesterday re-
turned to the pavilion, such is the un-
certainty of cricket. Hubble bowled
a majden. Both men got a single off
Morrel, who then .bowled a noball. Tye
hit a boundary for 2 off Hubble. Mor-
rell bowled a wide and a maiden. Tye
back cut a four off Hubble, bringing
up 10. Morrell in the next over effect-
ed a brilliant left hand catch off Mar-
tin and dismissed him for 5. Two for
13.. On the change Hubble clean
bowled Tye with the score on the hoo-
doo number still. Tye made 7. Three
for 13, while Vernon’s first three went
for 24. Barnacle filled the vacancy and
got one to leg off Hubble’s last. After
deliberate preparations to stop the rot
he faced Morrell and played two balls
when Morrell retired him to the pavil-
fon leg before 14-4-1.
