had in fact two objects; as to the first of 
which, namely, that the cost of the appeal 
should be paid to the s ilicitora who acted 
for the late plaintiffs, no difficulty arose, 
as it was not objected to. The other ques­
tion was whether out of a sum of between 
£200 and £300 which on the appeal the 
Court ordered to be repaid by the respon­
dent, who bad been successful in the 
Court below, a certain proportion should 
be paid to the plaintiffs' solicitors to cover 
the difference between their solicitor’s and 
clients’ costs and party and party costs. 
The point was a nice one, and apparently 
a new one, but in his opinien it came with­
in the principle on which the solicitor for a 
plaintiff in an action got a charge upon 
and ought to be paid out of any sum of 
money recovered by the action. The prin 
ciple on which a solicitor got his costs out 
of a sum so recovered was that a plaintiff 
ought not to get the fruits of his solicitor’s 
labors without paying the solicitor the 
proper remuneration for those labors. 
Here the same solicitors acted for the 
plaintiffs upon the appeal, and it was con­
tended by the trustee in bankruptcy that 
he was entitled to the sum recovered 
by their labors without paying them fer 
those labors. The principle that had been 
acted upon before in cases not exactly like 
this, but analogous to it, justified the 
Ceurt, in his opinion, in declaring that not 
only should the solicitors have paid to 
them the taxed costs ordered to l>e paid 
by the defendants, but that they should 
also have out of the sum to be repaid to 
the plaintiffs by order of the Court of Ap­
peal the difference between the party and 
party and solicitor an l client costs. Of 
course to ascertain the amount there must 
be a taxation as between solicitor and 
client, and the order would be that the 
difference, when ascertained, should be 
paid by the defendants to the present ap­
plicants, the balance being paid to the 
plaintiffs’ trustee in bankruptcy.

Lords Justice Lindley and Bowen con­
curring the order applied for was made.

Other members of the Doak family follow­
ed from Scotland and settled close by.

seven o’clock. The man who undertakes 
to build a ship now seems to be fight­
ing against the natural course of trade. 
It requires extreme enterprise and a 
brave heart, besides constant attention. 
As Mr. Sinclair remarked in his own 
way on Saturday: ‘To build a ship in 
these days a man has to light candles 
every morning to find his boets and 
then chase the hours all day for some­
thing he has little hope of catching 
until he is too tired to kneel at night 
and has to say his prayers on the broad 
of his back.”

Mr. Sinclair's schooner has been 
building for sbout a year. When it 
was known she was to be launched on 
Saturday a large crowd went up from 
the town to see her off. While a large 
force of men under Patrick Desmond 
of Chatham were finishing packing 
preparatory to launching, the crowd 
interested themselves in inspecting the 
vessel. Her outline strikes the eye at 
once. Her hull, spars and model seem 
in every way to satisfy the critical eye. 
A closer examination reveals her 
strength and neat construction. She is 
constructed of the very finest material 
—birch bottom and plank, with tim­
bers and top sides of juniper. Those 
competent to judge say she is without 
doubt one of the finest vessels ever built 
on the river. Her decks and water­
ways are of the best pine. Good work­
manship is displayed on the cabin and 
forward house. Below decks great care 
seem to have been taken to make her 
strong and substantial. In her hold 
are several iron knees, and her deck 
beams, knees and general fastenings are 
of the first class order. Her pointers 
and breasthooks are very heavy, and all 
of juniper, including her ceiling. She 
is well strenglitened with heavy keelson 
The schooner is thee masted and of 238 
tons burthen. Her three lower masts 
and bowsprit are of the finest white 
pine, the topmasts, jibboom and small­
er spars being of spruce. Her rigging 
and blocks are in excellent order and 
her model would indicate she will be a 
speedy vessel. She was built by 
Patrick Desmond of Chatham. It was 
approaching seven o'clock when the 
final “rally” was given to send her off, 
By that time a large crowd had gathered 
including many ladies. Nobody knew 
what the name of the schooner was to be 
The owner had told no one but his 
little five year old daughter, who stood 
at the bow of the vessel with a bottle of 
champagne which she was to break 
against the vessel and christen her as 
she began to move down the ways. At 
last the blocks were knocked from 
under and the posts chopped away, and 
with a creak and a lurch she was off. 
At her first motion the bottle was 
smashed and Miss Sinclair cried out 
“John MeLaggan.” Nearly every­
body shouted and waved their hats as 
she began to move down the launch- 
ways, but their enthusiasm was soon 
chilled, for after running about twenty 
feet with increasing speed she gradually 
began to slow up. Slower and slower 
she moved until at last she stopped just, 
as her stem touched the water. Stand­
ing, as it were, with “reluctant feet” 
where the shore and waters met, 
everybody looked sorry and disappoint­
ed. It will be remembered that the 
other vessel which Mr. Sinclair launched 
at this plice also the John MeLaggan, 
which was afterwards wrecked, stuck 

mud and was with 
difficulty and expense got afloat. This 
one, however, though her sticking on 
the ways will incur a good deal of 
extra expense,is not in as bad a position 
as the former. She remained on her 
launch ways until Monday evening
when she was pulled off by a tug with­
out much effott. She was unharmed 
in any way. Iu the water the beauty 
of her model seemed to come out more 
strikingly. She rested like a picture, a 
credit to her builder and the enterprise 
of her owner.—Advocate.

the parish church. The parish church is 
supported simply by repts derived from 
lands granted by the crown to the church 
corporation, one of the grants being to 
provide for the rector’s salary and the 
other for the maintenance of the church. 
Mr. Bliss has begun a suit in equity to re- 
strain the corporation from using the 
rents derived from the last mentioned 
grant. He claims that to use the words 
of Lord Beaconsfield, tin church corpora­
tions in accepting grants of this nature,— 
“enter into a contract with the state” 
and can be held to the performance of it 
in the same manner as private individuals 
can be compelled to perform their 
tracts. The bill, which is quite a lengthy 
document complains of the following 
changes and innovations, viz: —

“That at the beginning of the com­
munion service, the rector kneels and 
prays privately.

“That in saying the Lord’s prayer iu 
the communion service he stands in front 
of the communion table with his back to 
the congregation instead of standing to 
the north end of the table.

“That he keeps a cross upon the com­
munion table ;

“That he has the response to the ten 
commandment! chanted or sung when the 
communion is administered ;

“That he turns and faces the commun­
ion table when saying the creed ;

“And generally that he faces the com-, 
munion table and with his back to the 
congregation at times when the rubric di­
rects that he should stand in another posi­
tion ;

“That be allows the communion table to 
remain uncovered ;

“That he wears unauthorized vestments;
“That he uses a mixed chalice in ad­

ministering the communion.
“All of these changes Mr. Bliss claims 

are contrary either to the directions of the 
rubric, or to some express canon of the 
church, or to the established uses and 
practices ot the church. Many of them 
have already been pronounced illegal by 
the highest courts in the empire. Appli- 
cation have been made to the judge in 
equity for an injunction pending the suit 
and the judge has directed notice to be 
given for the first Wednesday in Trinity 
term*”

The case of Guy & Co., vs. Churchill &

GUY A CO. VS. CHURCHILL & SIM.
This action came again before Lords 

Justices Cotton, Lindley, and Bowen, on 
Wednesday, upon an application by 
Messrs. Irvine & Hodges, the plaintiffs’ 
solicitors, for a declaration, under the 
Solicitors’ Act of 1860, of their title to a 
lien for their costs upon the sum paid by 
the plaintiffs in respect of the costs of the 
trial before Mr. Justice Stirling, and or­
dered as the result of the appeal to be re­
paid to them. It will be remembered 
that the Court of First Instance dismissed
