| RED FLAG FLIES AT
ANARCHIST BURIAL

PARIS, April 30 —An extraordinary
funeral took place in Paris yesterday
when the body of a famous Russian
revolutionist, Griorgi Guerchouni, who
was concerned in the assassination of
M. de.Plehve, was laid in its last rest-
ing place at the Montparnasse Ceme-
tery.

First came a funeral car draped in
red cloth, apon which were laid hun-
dreds of wreaths surrounded .with
green palms. These wreaths bore in-
scriptions in every European language
several being in English. Next follow-
ed the hearse. The coffin was hidden

{ under a mass of green moss, in which

had been inserted hundreds of red car-
nstions, mingled with red roses, while
borne after the hearse was a red Rus-
sian revolutionary flag.

Behind the mourners walked scores
of delegations from all the revolution-
ary cities in Europe carrying floral
trophies. One of these trophies at-
tracted particular attention. It was a
huge crown of thorns, and bore the in-
scription, “To Guerchouni. From his
old convict companions.”

It is estimated that 10,000 persons
marched in the procession, which was a
mile and a half in lenczth.

MERCHANT VICTIM
OF SIMPLE SWINDLE.
.

LISEON, April 30—A new varicty of
the “Spanish prisoner” swindle has just
been perpetrated on a prominent mer-
chant here named Justiniaro Almeda.

A few days ago he received a letter
purporting to come from a bankruni
Russian banker, who stated that he
had $480,000 dcposited in the Bank of
Portugal.

He proposed that the merchant
should receive the whole deposit, keep-
ing for himself $100,000, and delivering
the remainder to his messenger.

One condition was impossible, how-
ever, and that was that the merchant
should first advance $1,675.

B. A. degree.

Miss Murphy was granted the excep-
tional distinction of high honors and a
university medal on classics. E. S.
Morrison of Miiltewn, was granted de-
gree of Bachelor of Engineering.

The degree of LL.B. was conferred
on L. A. Corey, Petitcodiac; E. B.
Jonah, Fredericton; J. T. Legere, Rich-
ibucto; R. M. Rive, Caraquet and A.
L Slipp, Woodstock. Mr. Rive is the
New Brunswick Rhodes scholar for
1908, having been appointed by St. Jo-
seph’s University.

Rev. J. S. Sutherland formerly of
Sussex received the M. A. degree.

Honorary degrees of LL.D, were con-
ferred on Governor Fraser of Nova
Scotia; Premier Murray of Nova Sco-
tia; Alexander Robinson, superintend-
ent of education of British Columbia;
