Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The government 
would appoint a new chairman, and 
this could be done immediately. But 
if one of the councillors goes away he 
cannot be replaced without much de­
lay. I can assure the committee that 
the only object of the bill is to correct 
the difficulties which have arisen in the 
past and to provide against them in 
future. As the chairman is the man to 
call the revisors together, he is the one 
whose signature ought to be required. 
With regard to putting names on the 
list my understanding of the law is 
that the majority rules and any two 
can put a name on.

Mr. Hazen—It is evident that this 
difficulty arises out of the ill advised 
action of the government in taking the 
power of appointing re visors out of the 
county council. Although there was no 
complaint before the change in the law 
from any section as to the way lists 
were made up, the government insist­
ed on appointing the third re visor.

Hont Mr. Pugsley—I have heard of 
numerous complaints.

Mr. Hazen—The attorney general 
grossly exaggerates the state of af­
fairs. I say the old system was sat­
isfactory. The change was made by 
the government simply for partisan 
purposes and they might have a crea­
ture of their own appointed re visor. 
This was done for the purpose of giv­
ing them a party advantage. Now 
they wish to go further and make it 
possible for the chairman and one 
other revisor to control everything. It 
is just as probable that the chairman 
will move away or become ill as one 
of the members of the council. Why 
not leave the list to be signed by any 
two of the re visors ?

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—The government 
makes other appointments such as 
school trustees, sheriffs and other offi­
cials, but yet we never heard them 
accused of being partisans. Why 
Should they not appoint a revisor ? 
No charge has even been made that 
any of the revisors appointed by the 
government had acted improperly.

The question of keeping the roads open 
in xyinter was a difficult one, and mem­
bers should approach it with a desire 
to do the best possible and not to find 
fault. If the road money was to be 
expended in breaking winter roads very 
little of it would be left for summer 
roads.
