Quite s number of people within a few
miles of me, people of intelligence, en-
ergy, good judgment and determination
have atten'pted the same thing, and all
without exception have-met with the
same regults, and the general verdiot is
that it does ot pay to keep hens in
very large numbers.

thing the advice to doso comes from

Without knowing
snything about the matter, with no
practical experience in keeping large
runs, they imagine that it thelr
hens, in the flock of 50 or 100 that
they may be koepin&, average them a
profit of $1 each (with no cost of labor
and time charged to them) 1000 hens
will pay $1,000 & year protit, and that
it is unl!ioneou»ry to increase their
numbersto these ‘figures to secure this
result.

GIRDLED TREES,

The rabbits, mice and other rodents
ususally injure treesin the winter so
that b{nlpdng it is necessary to rej
them some way before summer.
Unless the pests have_eaten the inner
bark all aronnd the trees, they will re-
oover with proper treatment. Thebest
remedy to apply Is to make astiff

ter out of clay and cow manure,
adding  little water to make it move
plastic. If such s plaster is placed
over the barked portion of the tree,
and secured into position by a covering
of old ing or cloth, the wound is
likely to nﬂ up in_a short time. 1f
the weather is very dry it will beneo-
essary to wet the bandage occasionally.

The great object of the application is
to keep the wound moist while nature
hea!s up the injury. If thé wound isa
large and serious one it may be neces-
-u&to out off many of the top limbs
of the tree. This is to equalize the
flow of the sap, which is necessarily
diminished by the wound. Other
remedies for girdled trees are recom-
mended, but fora simple and effective
device, which any orchardist can ap-
ply, this one cannot be surpassed. It
is an old-fashioned remedy, but is as
good to-day sa it was ia the days of our
forefathers.—(George Wilson in New-
England Farmer.
