The :;ttempt to wreck the house of a mine superin-
tendent and of one other person are the first serious of-
fences attributed to the striking coal miners in Cape Bre-
ton. Perhaps if the militia had not been there, attacks
would have been made on other dissenting miners
who remain at work, This much may be said
with certainty that the existence of thousands of unem-
ployed men around these coal towns, is not a healthy
circumstance. It is creditable to the character of the
{men, and to the strength and responsibility of their or-
‘gunlzntiuu that such good order has been maintained,
Nevertheless the longer the strife shall be prolonged,
the more bitter it is likely to be, and the more danger
there will be of disturbances and outrages. As time
advances and the loss of pay begins to make greater
hardship and worry, the men may begin to take council
of desperation.
