T0LET.Hon. Rodolphe Ijemtieux, who asked

This was moved by Commissioner 
McLellan and seconded by the Mayor 
and carried.

Following the acceptance of Mr. 
Shairpe’s resignation, His Worship re­
ferred to his former services in the 
interests of the city. He recalled that 
Mr. Sharpe had been in the assessors’ 
office for 46 years and that he had had 
considerable experience as chairman. 
In view of the information and ex­
perience possessed by Mr. Sharpe, he 
believed it would be well for the city 
to retadn his services.

The Mayor's idea was that. Mr. 
Sharpe be retained as secretary of the 
board, that he attend all regular and 
special meetings of the board, take 
minutes, have direction and supervi­
sion of the clerical staff and act in an 
advisory capacity. His salary would be 
$1,000.

In a resolution to this effect the 
Mayor was seconded by Commissioner 
Russell, but the motion was lost by 
the negation of Commissioners McLel­
lan, Potts and Wigmore.

Commissioner Wigmore opposed re­
taining Mr. Sharpe on the ground 
that there was no doubt about the 
inefficiency of the present system of 
valuation.

Commissioner Potts was against sad­
dling an extra servant on the citizens.

Commissioner Russell said he be­
lieved Mr. Sharpe acted unwisely in 
tendering his resignation and spoke in 
favor of retaining him as secretary.
