Cannot Get information.

In support of his amendment Mr.
King 'said it scemed impossible to
secure any information regarding the

operation of the National Railways,
if by any chance the correspondence
had been held with the board of direc-
tors. It was government ownership
without government responsibility
and amounted to a refusal to give
the people’s representatives in par-
liament the fullest information.

Mr. King referred to the ‘railway
deficit of $70,000,000, and said that
the government -had virtually admit-
ted it did not know what to do. Any
government that could not deal with a
situation should resign. The hope

bers would offer suggestions as to a
solution, but it was impossible to
offer an intelligent suggestion without
informaticn on which to ‘hua it.

A Serlous Problem.

Except during the war Canada had
never been faced with such a serious
situation, and ome of the solutions
was in giving the fullest information
to members of pariiament. The attl.
tude of the government was placing
a premjum of inefficiency, incapabil-
ity and absolute dishonesty on, the
railways. This atti®ude was unfair
and prejudicial to the interests of the
taxpayer. It was unfair to labor.
Since the announcement of the deficit
there appeared to be an organized
propaganda that ‘labor was. in large
part responsible. Information must
be brought down so that the people
would know whether or not there
were other causes.

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RUSSIANS AND
GERMANS MAKE
TRADE TREATY

Expect to Sign Formal Agree-
ment in Course of a
Few Weeks.

FULL CONSULAR
SERVICE PLANNED

Commercial Experts Will ‘be

Berlin, March 22-—The success of
secret negotiations that have been
carried on between Russia and Ger-
many for several months was revealed
® today by the announcement that a
tentative agreement had been signed
by representatives of the two gov-
ernmentg at Moscow on February 18,
and that a completed trade treaty

few weeks.
The treaty in many respects is similar
to the Anglo-Russian trade agreement,
and practically the same as those now
being arranged with Sweden and
Italy, according to statgments by a
member of the WIL delenuon in

Consular iirvha mplned.

The contracts are divided lnw three
main sections. The first provides for
the establishment of complete consu-
lar services in the two countries, with
consuls general in’Berlin and Moscow,
and consuls in .all principal cities.
The second saection outlines in de-
tail the plans to facilitate trade re-
storation and ghe third seftles misun-
derstandings that had arisem over re-
paration and prisoners of war.

On the s@ipposition that the final
agreement with Germany will not dif-
fer from the original draft, the Rus-
slan delegation here already. Jias been
considerably increased by the arrival
of new representatives from Moscow.
Vietor Kopp, according to reports will
remain in a semi-official diplomatic
capacity. Consuls, under the terms of
the agreement, are empowered to is-
8ue passports, grant vises and per-
form the usual duties of consular
agents, A special courier service also
will be established.

To Send Commercial Experts,

The second part of the agreement
provides for the semding to Berlin of
a staff of commercial experts, who
will be instrumental in overcoming
the difficulty that all dealings must be
with th& Russian government and not
with individual manufacturers or mer-
chants there. German business men
will be permitted to enter Rugsia and
deal directly with the government.
The Russian imports are not subject
to confiscation in Germany and citi-
zens will be permitted to bring out
of the country currency equal to the
value of property they possessed there
previous to the war,

- Repatriation of refugees and prison-
em of War is dealt with in the third
section. If the agreement is signed
as it mow stands, the work of repatri-
ation will be spee up, so that all
persons will be retumed to their
homes this coming summer.
