Steady Improvement on the Penob-
scot--Sale of Preperty.

Bangor, Sept. 3—The lumber situation
on the Penobscot river shows a gradual
but stexdy improvement, and with the ad-
vent of cool weather a decided briskncss
is looked for.

UNITED STATES T0
SOUTHERN NATIONS,

Secretary Hay Places Position Be-
fore the Warlike Venezuela and
Colombia.

Washington, Sept. 3.—It is ascertained
that on Aug. 24, during Secretary Hay’s
recent visit to Washington, a telegraphic
message was sent to the ministers at Cara-
cas a_md Bogota desiring them to inform
the foreign secretaries of Venezuela . and
Colombia that, while -the relations of this
governiment with both nations are equally
intimate and friendly, an offer of the presi-
dent’s kindly offices to arrange mny dif-
ferences which may exist between Colom-
bia and Venezuela would be ineffective
without the acquiescence of both. Never-
theless, the United States would sincerely
deplore a breach of amicable relations
and would especially regret any action by
either of them which might menace the
seounity of transit across the isthmus or
the meutrality of its territory and there-
by constrain the government of the United
Stutes to consider its responsibilities anil
functions under existing treaty engage-
ments with Colombia.

The text-of Mr. Hay’s telegram has not
been made public. It is understood that
an acknowledgement of its receipt has been
made by the Venezuelan government, but
its purport has not been made known, al-
though it is said to be friendly in tone
and, while charging invasion by Colombian
forces on the Vemezuclan border, and re-
ferring to the temporary suspension of
diplomatic intercourse which has occurred,
the way appears to be open for explan-
ations. Venezuela has mot declared war
against Colombia. No acknowledgement
has been received from Bogota, but this
is supposed to be due to the reponted de-
lays in telegraphic communication.

Camcas, Venczuela, Sept. 3.—1he Re-
publica, semi-official organ of the govern-
nienit, “published today an inspired: article
ending as follows: ;

“The hour for notes has passed and the
time for action has arrived. Diplomacy
has Jaid before the world the: just reasons
which it has had and has for asking ecom-
pensation for grievances suffered. It has
exhausted all the means at its disposal
for setitling threatening questions between
nation and mation. We have waited long
enough. Now is the time for reprisals.”

SENDS HARROWING TALE
FHOM NEWFOUNDLAND.

Dr. Grenfell Tells of Sickness and No
Doctor to Minister; No Hospital ;
No Means of Treatment.

St. Jolin’s, Nfid., ‘Sept. 3—Dr. Gren-
fell, superintendent of the mission “o
deep-sea fishermen, now operating in
Labrador, publishes a harrowing arti:le
exposing the medical deficiencies of that
portion of Labrador, which is under Can-
adian jurisdiction. He "asserts that at
Bradore he found an imbecile girl, nine
years old, tied in dog harness when her
relatives were not able 4o watch her.
He found people dying of cancer, dropsy
and scurvy who had never seen a doctor.
He found no hospital near, no regular
steam service to Gaspe or Quebec, and no
means by which the people could pro-
cure medical or surgical treatment.

He urges the dominion government fo
take prompt steps to remedy these con-
ditions,

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|CHINA PUBLICLY APOLOGIZES TO

.GERMANY FOR BARON’S MURDER.

Kaiser, in Mourning, Receives Prince Chun, Who is Greatly Embar-
rassed — German Ruler Makes Strongest Kind of

&

Berlin, Sept. 4—Emperor William’s 1e-
ception of the Chinese mission of expia-
tion, headed by Prince Chun, which took
place today at Potsdam, was marked with
all the severity consistent with an atudi-
ence nominally friendly. The Chinese
imperial envoy on entering the palace,
was not accorded a salute by the Garde
Du Corps. The Kaiser received him seat-
ed. The buttons and epaulettes of his
majesty’s white uniform were enveloped
in crepe.

Prince Chun bowed thrice on entering
and leaving. Emperor William remained
seated during the reading of the Chinese
address. Afterward, however, he relaxed
his stern demeanor and welcomed the en-
voy courteously, and subsequently, ac-
companied by his adjutant, he called upon
Prince Chun at the Orangery. Later in
the evening, the emperor, Prince Chun
and a dozen members of the expiatory
mission took tea on an island in the
Havel.

The einperor had evidently arranged the
entire ceremony with a view of impress-
ing Prince Chun with the feeling that the
ceremony meant expiation for a foul crime
and that only through expiation had
Prince Chun acquired the ' right to be
treated with Princely honors. Not until
after the- ceremony did the atmosphere
change. Then, the troops outside having
saluted and the band having played, hus-
sars escorted Prince Chun back to the
Orangery.

The imperial envoy seemed deeply im-
pressed with the solenmity of the occa-
sion, and, when summoned to the throne
room, he showed visible embarrassment.
He bowed repeatedly while approaching
the throne and his voice was agitated
while he was reading the imperial- ad-
dress.

The entire manner of Emperor Williim
was calculated to impress Prinee Chun
with the solemnity of the ceremonial. He
spoke emphatically and seriously, empha-
sizing particularly the word “civilized.”

The ceremony lasted only ten minutes.
In the meantime six Chinese dignitaries
of the highest rank, who were halted in
the ante-room, remained there perfectly
motionless and speechless, awaiting Prince
Chun’s return iith evident anxiety.
Prince Chun retired backwards from the
throne room, bowing profusely.

Reply to Apology.

According to the Lokal Anzeiger, the
Chinese envoy will breakfast tomorrow
with the emperor and empress.

Phere was apparently but little interest
among the people of Berlin. A small but
undemonstrative crowd watched Prince
Chun arriving in the park.

Potsdam, Sept. 4—The following is the
text of the letter presented by Prince
Chun to Emperor William:

“The great emperor of the Chinese em-
pire to his majesty the great German em-
peror, greeting:

“Kver since the empires have been mu-
tually represented by permanent lega-
tions, we have stood uninterrupted in
friendly relationship with one another,
especially since the visit of Prince Henry,
whom I had the privilege of receiving fre-
quently and treating with on intimate
terms. Unfortunately, in the fifth month
of last year the Boxers rebelliously pene-
trated into Pekin and the soldiers joined
them. The result was the murder of your
majedty’s minister, Baron Von Ketteler,
a man who, as long as he occupied his
post at Pekin, paid careful attention to
the interests of our countries and to whom
we are bound to pay our especial acknow-
ledgements. We regret most decply that
Baron Von Ketteler met so terrible an
end among us. The ifact. that we were
mot in a position to take due protective
measures was painful to our sense of re-
spongibility. It was this feeling of re-
sponsibility which prompted us to erect
a- monument on the spot, as a sign that
the crmime should not remain unexpiated.
Funther, we have sent to Germany with
this letter the Imperial Prince Chun Tsai
Fong, heading a special mission.

Prince Chun, our own brother, will as-
sure your majesty how decply the events
of the past year have grieved us and how
deeply feelings of penitence and shame
gtill animate us. Your majesty sent your
troops from a far distance, put down the
Boxers’ rebellion and restored peace, for
the welfare of our nations. We have
therefore commanded Prince Chun to ex-
press personally to your majesty our
thanks for your efforts in promoting
peace. We cherish the hope that your
majesty’s indignation will be replaced by
the old friendship. That the relations be-
ftween our empires will be even more ex-
tensive and of a more intimate and bene-
ficient character than heretofore is our
firm assurance.”

Prince Chun, in delivering the letter,
said:

“I am in a position to assure your ma-
jesty that the emperor, my most gracious
master, stood aloof from these complica-
tions which brought misfortune upon
China, and loss and care upon Germany.
Nevertheless, in accordance with the cus-
boms of thousands of years, the Emperor
of China has taken the blame on his own
sacred: person. I have, therefore, the task
of expressing to your majesty the most
cordial feelings of the emperor; my illus-
trious master, toward your imperial ma-
jesty and the whole imperial family. I
hope the passing cloud will only intensify
the succeeding sunshine and mutual friend-
ship of the two great empires when they
understand the value of each other bet-
ter.”

BEmperor William in reply said:

“It is no joyous or festive occasion, nor
the fulfilment of .a simple act of courtesy
which brings your impenial highness to
me; but a deep, melancholy and very ser-
ious event. My minister. to the court of
the Emperor of China has been slain in
the capital of China by the murderous
weapon of an imperial Chinese soldicr,
acting under superior command—an un-
heard—of crime which is branded as in-
famous by international law and the
usages of all nations. From the mouth
of your imperial highness I have just re-
ceived an expression of the deep regret
of the Emperor of China. I readily be-
lieve your imperial brother personaily
stood aloof from this crime and the sub-
sequent acts of violence against the iviol-
able legations and peaceful foreigners—all
the greater guilt resting on his advisers
and government. The latter must not de-
lude themselves with the belief that they
are able to obtain atonement and pardon
for their guilt by the expiatory mission
allone. They will be judged by their fu-
ture conduct, in accordance with the law
of natioms. '

“If the Emperor of China conducts the
government of his great empire henceforth
strietly in the spirit of these prescrip-
tions, then will his hopes be fulfilled and
the results of the complications of the
past year will be overcome, and between
Germany and China, as formerly, peace-
ful and friendly relations will again pre-
vail. In the sincere wish that they may
be so, I bid your impernial highness wel-
come.”

During the trapping season he catches be-
tween seventy-five and one hundred foxes,
besides a large mumber of skunks, minks
and coons. One two silver grays are
to be found among his collection of pelts
each year. His record for last fall at
Ward’s Creek was 67 foxes, 46 ccon, 13
skunk and 17 mink. He has one “to five
reynards to his credit every day during
the trapping season.

His good fomtune, however, in keeping
his traps well filled, is not due to any good
luck on the patt of the hunter, but be-
eause he kncws and makes use of an
essence that, when sprinkled on the bait
in the trap will, by virtue of its peculiar
odor, attract towards and almost invari-
ably lure into the trap any unfortunate
reynard that may chanee to pass that
way. )

The preparation is knewn to Canadian
and other trappers as the “Skolfield
Secret.” It seeims that the original dis-
coverer of the formula was one Skolfield,
an old trapper who years ago lived in
Northern Vermont, and who divulged
the secret to William Brown’s brother,
who in turn gave it to the trapper. He
has used the scent for many years in his
trapping, with phenomeral - success; in
fact, so successful has he usually been
with it that he has invariably so nearly
exterminated the fox tribe in the vicinity
in which he has trapped, that he seldom
stays on the same ground more than one
season before he stamts for new fields,
where the foxes haye not heard of this
strange and insidious danger.

" Mr. Brown’s trgpping season starts
about October 1st, in each year, although
he has already this fall caught a few
foxes. He announces his willingness to sell
his secret and will answer inquiries where
