Robert McGourty, of Charlotte street,

Tie 
ward patient- Sometimes the bread was 
sour and the butter bad- Sometimes he 
had refused parts of a meal—eggs and 
meat. He had been troubled with bed bugs 
and for three nights the lights had to be 
kept burning.

James Wilkes testified: I was at the 
hospital in June of last year. I was in 
Br ward. I never knew what was wrong 
as I was told different stories by different 
doctors. I was on full diet all the time. 
Was given plenty to eat, such as it was. 
My sister and daughters supplied me with 
nearly all I required. The food I received 
was not fit for people to live on. Alias 
Smith used to see that we had enough to 
eat. Dr. Macaulay was rough and care­
less. The nurses wera kind and attentive 
as far as they could be but there were 
too manjJ patients for them to look after. 
There was nobody i:i the wards at night, 
except a dressing was required. The male 
nurses are all deaf and at night it wtis 
impossible to get one at all. 1. asked Dr. 
Macaulay to attend to dressing and be 
said he would next morning. During my 
stay a man came in with delirium 
tremens. Dr. Alacaulay tied him down 
for three days. At the end of that time 
he was put in the dead house. I saw 
him lying in the hall and was told by 
McCarthy, the nurse, lie was dead. He 
used to scream all night and when I called 
a nurse’s attention to it she said, “Well, 
he has to die sometime.” Later she asked 
a man to go in, which he did, and the 
patient was quiet. Was asked when 1 
first went in by McCarthy if 1 had money. 
I told him yes, $2. When I got my clothes 
any pocketbook and money were gone. I 
asked McCarthy, the matron, and Dr. 
Alacaulay but neither of them knew any­
thing of it.
