outlying settlements meet the river at a
point didetly opposite Hawkshaw, that
nine-tenths of the persons crossing the
river are residents of the parish of South-
ampton gomng to either Hawkshaw or
Fredericton, that the change in the loca-
tion from Hawkshaw to Poquiock wilt
necessitate these persons traveling en ex-
tra distance of two miles up the river and
two miles down to get to either Hawk-
shaw or Fredericton. Also that the most
favorable approaches to the bridge are at
Hawkshaw, as very steep hill on either
side of the river at the proposed Poqui-
ock sight would make the approach al-
most impassable for anything but light
traffic. .

Hon. Mr. LaBillois—The department
was entirely guided in choosing the sight
by the opinion of the engineer, who re-
ported that the province would be saved
a great deal of momey by building the
bridge at Poquiock. He made a careful
examination of three different sites be-
fore arriving at this conclusion.

Only Two Miles Out of the Way.

Mr. Burden—The Gleaner says that
this bridge was built for my convenience
so that I ought to know something about
it. The petition says that the bridge is
two and a half miles from Hawkshaw.
The distance between the villages of
Poquiock znd Hawkshaw is about three-
quarters of a mile, and the bridge is not
more than half a mile from Hawkshaw.

Local Government Proposes to Have
General Control of Them

Resolution in House to Permit
Fredericton to Empty Sewage
Into St. John River--May Re-
store Governor's Residence.

Fredericton, N. B., March 8—(Special)—
The committee on municipalities met to-
day, but no bills were taken up. 1t was
announced that the IKredericton assess-
ment bill will be taken up tomorrow, the
Moncton bill on Tuesday, and the St.
John oills on Wednesday.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley stated that the gov-
ernment proposed to introduce a bill with
respect to telephone companies which
would be of general application. This bill
would not take the place of the New
Brunswick Telephone Co’s bill. 1t would
give the governor in council power to re-
gulate tolls and to compel companies to
give connection with other telephone sys-
tems. Also to extend their line to locali-
ties where a telephone is needed, and
where there is a reasonable prospect of it
being remunerative. The telephone is a
pubuc utility of great importance, and
should have as wide an extension as pos-
sible.

_The bill would also deal with the ques-
t'cn of seeing that telephones are in good
order and this will raise the question of
the appointment of an inspector and
whether this official should be paid by the
companies or the government. It would
also give the municipalities the control of
the placing of the poles or conduits for
the wires and also that no trees should be
cut down without the consent of the su-
perintendent -of highways.

The corporations committee met this
morning after the chairmanship of Mr.
King and proceeded with the considera-
tion of the bill for incorporating the trus-
tces of the Reformed Presbyterian church
in the city of St: John in connection with
the Reformed Presbyterian synod of Ire-
lend. Mr. Maxwell having briefly explain-
ed the object of the bill it was agreed to
and ordered to be recommended to the
hrouse.

The committee then proceeded with
the consideration of the bill to change
the name of the Moncton Rural Cemetery

Co. to the Elmwood Cemetery Co. which

was also agreed to and ordered to be
recommended to the house., Some discus-
sion took place on the bills to incorporate
the St. Ahdrews Yacht Club and the
Jacquet River Boom Co. and they were
ultimately ordered to stand over until
Tuesday next.

INSPECTION ON D. A B

Digby Asks Board of Health to Guard
Against Carrying of Smallpox—The
Local Situation.

There was a special meeting of the
board of health Friday afternoon. The
most important matter dealt with was
a request from the Digby board of health
who are evidently afraid that smallpox
may be imported into Nova Scotia by way
of the D. A. R. It is said that a major-
ity of the men in the infected camps in
Musquash belong to the other side of the
bay and the Digby board asked that the
authorities here appoint an inspector to
examine all passengers on the D. A. R.
who are suspected of having been ex-
posed to smallpox contagion. Dr. Lewin
was appointed to look after the matter
and administer vaccination or grant cer-
tificates.

There are few new developments in re-
gard to the smallpox case here. The
work of disinfection of the Travis house
was completed Friday. Such of the
people in the house as had not recently
been vaccinated were subjected to the
operation and the probabilities are that
all will be released as soon as symptoms
of a satisfactory result are evident.

One of the Travis boys had been at-
tending St. Peter’s boys’ school and the
pupils in his room were yesterday dis-
missed so that it might be fumigated. The
fumes from the disinfectant penetrated
to the room next to it and the pupils there
had to be dismissed as well. .

He once killed
a girl at a Caledonian contest with the
hammer and was so affected by the accid-
ent that he vowed never to throw the
hammer again. He was a stalwart speci-
men of manhood, standing six foot four.

Ottawa, March 8.—(Special)— Edward
Cochrane, M. P. P. of Northumberland
east, died at the Protestant general
hospital this morning. He was suffering
from a cancerous growth in his throat and
for some time has had to be fed artificial-
ly.
