Isis quite true that the carly hay-
made milk should not be deprived of any
portion of its cream, if intended for
cheese-making, for the butter in such
milk is all required to make a good

that a larger ion of remnet will
be needed, and the ratio above the usual
quantity required for whole milk should
always be graded in proportion to the
amount of cream removed. In my re-
cent address before the Dairymen’s As-
sociation of Ontario, I showed how the
butter or fat of milk was concerned in
those which the milk undergoes
during the process of cheese-making,
that in removing the fat we weaken to
some extent the fermenting powers of
the rennet, rendering it more difficult
to break down the cosein into a mellow,
plastic article of food. Manufacturers,
therefore, will do well to remember that
the quantity of rennct should be regy-

according to the quality of the
milk, and that this point is as essential
in producing fine cheese as some of the

Again, we advise Canadian dairymen
to sell or ship their early cheese just so
soon as it is ready for market, since the
highest price it will command will be
reached, for this kind of cheese, early in
the season. The factory shelves should
becleared of all the early make of cheese
before hot weather, because the cheese
then will rapidly fall off in flavor, and
because prices almost invariably decline
at this season. If the cheese, when ready
for market, could be sold and shipped
away from the factories weekly, it would
be policy to let it go, taking the market
price at the time.  But, at all events
factorics should try and make semi-
monthly sales, thus getting the cheese
to market when its flavor and condition
are best, n:ii’t;:: a:f:t.ion,fuvinlg the
shrinkage an chanee of its losing
flavor oradecline in pricrs. The Her-
kimer Co., N. Y., dai have for
many years followed the plan of selling
the early cheesc as fast as it is made
for , and they have almost in-
variably obtained more for their pro-
duet in this way than other dairymen
who have held their cheese for longer
iods. Evea if prices should drop, it
18 better to let the “hay cheese” go, be-
cause it is an article wpon which you
caanot rely to improve by keeping. We
say, then, sell the early cheese as soon
as it is ready, and do not look for high-
er market rates than those ruling at the

A NEW TARIFF. .

The Budget Speech of the Minister
of Finance was an able and ' cxhaustive
elucidation of the Financial position of
the country. Among the legacies which
he and his colleagues have inherited
from the late Goverament is a deficiency
of income as compared with expenditure
for the current year which must be in
some way met and provided for. In
view of the large outlay for. public
works and the ever increasing burden of
official labor, which is beightened by
each mew accession to the area of the
Dominion, it dees not seem possible to
retrench the present ratio of expenditare
or to “cconomize” to anything like a
sufficient extent to fill up the discrepancy
which has thus arisen. Consequently
an increase in the tariff on certain arti-
cles of import becomes a nevessity, which,
however unwillingly, the Finance Min-
ister is per force obliged to propose, and
which it is believed will be laid upon
such articles as can best bear the bur-
den of an increased tariff.

Theoretically an increased tariff is
usually levied upon articles of luxury ;
but unfortunately under our improved
civilization, many articles once regarded
as luxuries, have come to be looked upon
as necessaries, and to be held as indis-
pensable acoordingly. Increased duties
are to be levied -upon imported wines
and liquors ; on teas, coffee, sugar, cigars,

The story of the loss of the Europe
is verytcontradictory in many respects.

The necessity for this increase isto
be regretted ; but the Finance Minister
requires three millions of dollars over
and above the present probable revenue,
and in no other way can it be procured
than by a re-adjustment of the tariff
and such an advance in import duties
as has been indicated.

We have no doubt but our present
Rulers will show themselves ready and
willing, so far as possible to carry out
in power those ideas of retrenchment
and economy which they have so per-
sistently advocated when in opposition;
but it must be borne in mind “that the
present deficiency is one which encoun-
tered them oun their accession to office ;
and that time and prudent management
are required to curtail an cxpeaditure
so vast as that of the Dominion, which
every year threatens to exbeed that of
the yearly increasing revenue, and it
will be time ecnough to censure toc pres-
ent government for an increase of indirect
taxation when it is shown that the causes
of an increase of the public burdens are
of their own creating.
