This brief statement of fact illus- |
trates two important truths.

The only way the wheels
can be painted fast-enough is by spin-
ning them in a tank of paint. One
tire operator has so specialized in his
work that he can put on 200 tires a
day. Nearby are.compressed air tubes
for infl «wing the tires.
